Cina a kodariska konference

Klimaticka konference v Kodani nepfinesla zadny pralom ve svétové klimatické politice a vyvolala u
mnoha lidi zklamani. Ukazala hluboké rozdily v prosazovanych cilech rozvojovych a rozvinutych
zemich. Mluvéim téch prvnich se na summitu stala Cinska lidova republika, kterou néktefi
pozorovatelé obvifuji z neuspéchu konference. Jaké vSak byly ¢inské cile a povedlo se je naplnit?

Jiz pfed konferenci mluvili ¢insti predstavitelé o nutnosti dohody, ktera nezbrzdi ekonomicky rust
rozvojovych zemi. Premiér Wen Tia-pao ve svém projevu vyzdvihl &tyfi principy, dle kterych ma
snaha o omezeni zmény klimatu probihat — mezinarodni spoleCenstvi by mélo byt sebevédomé;si
a naplnovat dokumenty, které jiz schvalilo (Kjotsky protokol, dohoda z Bali), hledat Siroky
konsensus, ucinit razné kroky a zintenzivnit spolupraci vSech stran.

Cina trvala na tom, Ze hlavni tihu ponesou nejbohatsi zemé svéta, protoZe ty jsou za souéasny
stav nejvice zodpovédné. Prosazovala princip, kde by vyspélé zemé byly zavazany k povinné
redukci emisi, zatimco rozvojové zemé by tak Ccinily na zakladé dobrovolnosti. To bylo
podporovano predevs§im Indii, Brazilii a africkymi staty. Dale se Cina vymezovala proti zavedeni
mezinarodniho monitoringu, v ramci kterého by méli inspektofi pfistup na jeji uzemi. Jelikoz se
v8ak daji emise monitorovat i skrze satelity, jednalo se spiSe o zastupny problém, jak zamezit
pfipadné zavazné dohodé s konkrétnimi €isly i pro rozvojové zemé.

V zavéru konference Cina podpofila pouze nezavaznou deklaraci, ktera obsahuje cil nenechat
zvysit primérnou teplotu atmosféry o vice jak 2 stupné Celsia a slib vyspélych zemi poskytnout
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chudym statim prostfedky na boj se zménami klimatu. Cina také prohlasila, Ze bude nadéale
snizovat energetickou narocnost svého HDP az o 45 procent do roku 2020. To vSak znamena
nadale celkové navySovani emisi.

Cinsti pfedstavitelé oficialné oznaduiji konferenci za viceméné spé&snou. Podafilo se jim prozatim
vyhnout zavazné dohodé&, ktera by potencialné mohla zpomalit hospodarsky riist. Zaroveri Cina
Uspésné vystupovala jako mluvéi rozvojového svéta, a to i kliCovych statu jako Indie &i Brazilie.
Konference znovu ukazala, ze najit funkéni dohodu mezi bohatymi a chudymi staty bude velmi
problematické a pravé ¢inska diplomacie mlze hrat v dalSich jednanich kli¢ovou roli.

Sri Lanka’s PPP — Perilous Political Prospects

When the President Mahinda Rajapakse declared in May a complete victory over the formidable
LTTE (Liberation Tigers of Tamil Eelam), who posed a menace to the coutry’s integrity in a bloody
separatist campaign lasting almost thirty years, the world reacted with a suspicion. No doubt the
demise of LTTE opened a window of opportunity, but as the GOSL (Government of Sri Lanka) got
rid of its foe, with it went the motivation to address the root causes of the conflict.

Half a year down the line, little has changed in this regard and the Tamils still remain skeptic.
Although Rajapakse is the first president who made the effort to address the nation in Tamil
language, a comprehensive reform package which would bring the much-wanted devolution of
power is yet to be seen. Although the 13" Amendment and the Local Governments Act, adopted in
1987, have finally been implemented now that LTTE can no longer be used as an excuse not to
hand over some powers to the provinces, few see it as a genuine effort to redress the current
structure. Village councils ‘pradesha sabas’ are virtually powerless, District Secretaries continue to
impose decisions from the centre, even the minister of local governments Basheer Cegu Dawood
complains about not having sufficient powers to bring tangible change. Staff of the Local
Governments offices, mostly recruited from local communities, complain about political interference
into their administrative tasks—clearly there is not enough sense of local ownership of the newly
implemented development programs.

No doubt it is difficult to give up powers now that there is no pressure to do so. The vulnerability of
the current executive presidency was well demonstrated when Rajapakse announced presidential
elections 26 January 2010, although his mandate lasts two years longer: he knows very well that
whatever changes need to be done, they will not be popular with the Sinhalese majority. Current
political system in Sri Lanka, a heavily centralized presidential democracy with much powers
bestowed to the executive, is not inductive towards solutions based on a wide consensus shared
across the many communities. Indeed, if the decision-making process was consensus-based, the
president wouldn’t have to explain to the nation that he is “no king but a guardian of the people”—a
sentence which can be seen on billboards across the country.

Therefore the abolition of the current presidential system has become the key policy for opposition,
now constituting the conservative Sinhalese coalition United National Front (UNF), Tamil National
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Alliance (TNA) ,which both extend their unlikely support to the Marxist Janatha Vimukthi Peramuna
(People’s Liberation Party, JVP), infamous for its 1971 uprising which claimed 15,000 lives. It
sounds right for a country split along several cleavages (ethnic, religious and language) to
embrace a proportional parliamentarian system, but it is questionable just how genuine the parties
are about this proposal. The United National Party (UNP), the key member of UNF, established the
current presidential system when it held power in 1978; JVP obviously has other agenda given its
ideological foundations, and the TNA only represents a minority of 8% of the island’s population.

Moreover, the opposition agreed that its common presidential candidate will be recently retired
Chief of Defence Staff of Sri Lankan Army Gen. Saranth Fonseka. His sudden stepping down amid
concerns over a possible military coup in Sri Lanka was in fact the first step in his political
campaign, when his 17-point letter stating reasons for his retirement and amounting to a scathing
critique of the president’s conduct of the post-conflict development was published in all major Sri
Lankan media. “Your Excellency's government is yet to win the peace in spite of the fact that the
Army under my leadership won the war,” he stated in the letter. The former commander enjoys
wide popular support as he is seen as deserving most of the credit for crushing LTTE and killing its
leader Velupillai Prabhakaran, but he is also believed to be a staunch Sinhala nationalist who
uttered that ‘minorities are welcome in Sri Lanka as long as they obey the rules’.

Whoever wins the upcoming election, it seems that the biggest challenge will be to establish how
much radical changes are needed to the current constitution to allow for a sufficient governance
reform which will give the minorities of Sri Lanka a feeling of representation. Although the war is
over, there is a real danger of Sri Lanka becoming yet another example of a lost peace.

Social entrepreneurship in Asia

In 2006 Muhammad Yunus was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize. He received this award for
founding of Grameen Bank, first microfinance institution of its kind.

Who is social entrepreneur?

We may say that social entrepreneur is someone who recognizes a social problem and uses
entrepreneurial principles to organize, create, and manage a venture to make social change.
Whereas a business entrepreneur typically measures performance in profit and return, a social
entrepreneur assesses success in terms of the impact she or he has on society as well as in profit
and return. While social entrepreneurs often work through nonprofits and citizen groups, many now
are working in the private and governmental sectors and making important impacts on society
through their entrepreneurial activities.

In Asia a social entrepreneurship is primary about creating business models focusing on low-cost
products and services to decrease social inequities.

Mr. Yunus’ Grameen Bank started first to use innovative financial tools targeting low income
population. Bank developed comprehensive system of providing poor people in the villages with
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small loans or micro-credits to finance their entrepreneurial activities. Further the bank created list
of guiding principals to encourage positive social habits of their customers. These principals
included discipline, unity, courage, hard work, family planning, children education, collectively
approach to bigger investments and more. Today there are hundreds of organisations worldwide
with various legal status using microfinance concept to help small local entrepreneurs to start their
businesses.

The activities of social entrepreneurs can cover basically all economical areas. It may be usual
business activities as shoes production or new industries such organic farming, green energy and
high-tech technology. The key is creating positive social impact.

Social-focus start-up companies are starting to thrive in Asia bringing low-cost services such as
finance, healthcare, education to underprivileged sections of society. This is definitely a big
opportunity as well as a necessity. Rural, small-town and lower-income consumers constitute a
large market waiting to be tapped, but it is necessary for social entrepreneurs to get past language,
literacy and geographical barriers.

As there more and more business starting with social focus in mind, the need for training and
incubation support increases as well. Charity organisations, such as UnLtd India, are supporting
social entrepreneurs with practical and financial support, projects examples, start-up toolkits and
linking them to potential investors.

Social entrepreneurship incubators are spreading over India and rest of Asia providing access to
resources, including shared office space allowing co-working, cross inspiration and mutual support.
These incubators are offering training to rural youth in data entry, content building, transcription,
data mining and other areas.

Addition to this advanced technology allows development of new kinds of solutions. Hi-tech social
startups are betting on ‘smart’ models to bring services to people at affordable costs. A mobile
phone is a low-cost, low energy consuming, always-on device that has today breached geographic
boundaries and consumer segments.

There are ideas to develop a cost-effective outsourcing models for rural areas, which would
generate local employment. It is clear that creating strong business reasons is key to finding new
clients rather than making them feel social obligations. Rural social development should follow
automatically.

There is no limitation on legal status of social enterprises. Limited company is suitable in most
cases. The legal status of cooperative is widely used as well and it allows management of
company to be more democratically run by wider community of individuals. Non-profit legal status,
as foundation and civic association are used as well, and profit usage is regulated in the
constituting documents.

Samples of social entrepreneurship activities in Asia
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Self-Employed Women's Association (SEWA) has more then twenty various cooperatives running
business activities in areas of agriculture, production, housing, insurance and finance. SEWA’s
main goals are to organize women workers for full employment and self reliance. SEWA aims to
mainstream marginalized, poor women in the informal sector and lift them out of their poverty.

Project: Senso Ltd based Singapore mission is to raise a community of entrepreneurs, social
entrepreneurs, student entrepreneurs, and enterprising individuals by providing them a platform
with multiple initiatives to lift society higher by volunteering their innate gifts of knowledge, funds
and connections in the area of enterprise.

Indian Art of Living Foundation operates as a social business and its main activity is to organize Art
of Living courses, yoga and meditation workshops, and education and trauma relief in areas of
trauma and disaster. The majority of its teachers and staff, are volunteers. Generated profit is used
to finance humanitarian programs, disaster relief efforts and training programs conducted through
with its sister organization, the International Association for Human Values.

Zabyva se predevsim podporou nemocnych AIDS, lidskymi pravy a ochranou zivotniho prostiedi.
V roce 2008 se stal laureatem Sacharovovy ceny Evropského parlamentu pro svobodu mysleni.
Zaradil tak po bok &inského disidenta Wei Jingshenga (za rok 1996), Aung San Su Tij (1990) i
Alexandera Dubceka (1989). Od konce roku 2007 podnes je Hu Jia véznén za udajné
,podnécovani k podvratné ¢innosti vuci statni moci*.

Na rozdil od osobnosti, jez byly pfedstaveny v pfedchozich &islech serialu, Chen Guangshenga a
Gao Zhishenga, Hu Jia nepochazi z chudé ¢inské vesnice ani neni samoukem prava. Jeho rodice,
stryc i d&d plati v Ciné za ,protirevoluéni Zivly* a pfisludniky pravice. Hu se k rodinné tradici pfipojil
uz v patnacti letech, kdy se v roce 1989 ucastnil stavéni barikad u namésti Tien An Men. Pfesto se
mu podafilo studovat a dokondit prava. Kratce poté, co dostudoval, se vroce 2001 stal
spoluzakladatelem pekingského institutu Aizhixing, zaméfujicim se na osvétu o HIV/Aids, boj
s diskriminaci a porusovanim lidskych prav i na materialni pomoc dalS$im podobné zaméfenym
organizacim.

Kvilli témto aktivitam se organizace i Hu Jia dostaly do €etnych sporG s mistnimi ufady a do
kontaktu s pfednimi Cinskymi disidenty na strané druhé. Diky svému pravnickému talentu,
vyfe€nosti i novym metodam si mezi nimi vydobyl znacné postaveni. Kratce poté, co se ozenil se
svou spolupracovnici a blogerkou Zeng Jinyan, byl Hu Jia na poc¢atku roku 2006 poprvé odsouzen
k domacimu vézeni. Nedlouho nato ho policie odvezla do vazby, pfiCemz zpét do svého domaciho
vézeni se Hu dostal az po 46 dnech. Denné v8ak nataCel z okna své nohsledy, nacez jeho Zena
umistila video Prisoners in Freedom City na YouTube. Sam se nad svymi moznostmi podivil:
.Mohu sedét v pyzamu u pocitaCe ve vlastnim byté a bojovat s nimi.*

Jeho aktivity vSak byly pferuSeny v prosinci roku 2007, kdy na néj byla opétovné uvalena vazba.
V dubnu 2008 byl odsouzen jako Gao Zhisheng za udajné ,podnécovani k podvratné ¢innosti vUci
statni moci“ a odsouzen na tfi a pdl roku vézeni nepodminéné. Posledni zpravy manzelky Zeng
Jinyan (nyni v domacim vézeni) poukazuji na zhorSeni Huova zdravotniho stavu. Hu Jia trpi
cyrhézou jater, avSak odpovidajici stravy ani Iéki se mu ve vézeni, pfes naléhani rodiny,
nedostava.
