Asociace se zacala profilovat ve tfech zakladnich oblastech:

Dear readers,

In 2008, just as in the previous year, the Association for
International Affairs initiated new projects, innovated its current
activities and improved its operation.

The Association has set to profile itself in three principal areas:
education, research and promotion of open society. These pillars
shall remain key for the future conduct and evolution of the
organization in the upcoming years. In our educational activity
we continued developing the Prague Student Summit, which by
its scope and contents ranks top of its kind in Central Europe.
The Association used the know-how and the experience from
alternative methods of instructing in other educational projects
held in 2008.

In the Research Center we focused on facilitating expert
conferences and publishing. Our aim was particularly to
fulfill the Association’s mission of an independent platform
where representatives of public administration, business and
non-governmental sector can meet and interact. By means of
our policy papers and publications reflecting international events
we were aspiring to address principally experts on a given topic.
The newsletters, issued by individual programs of the Research
Center, allowed us to convey information on international
happening in different regions to the general public. At the
end of 2008, the www.predsednictvi.cz portal, informing and
critically evaluating the Czech Presidency of the EU Council, was
introduced. Moreover, we bid welcome to several new analysts.

We managed to enlarge the portfolio of open society
promotion projects. New initiatives were launched in cooperation
with our Georgian, German and Taiwanese partner organizations.

Furthermore, the Association has changed its image in 2008.
We completely unified our graphic identity based on a new
logo which loosely builds on the motif of the globe from the
organization’s original emblem. The new visual style is observable
not only on the web site, but in expert outputs of the Association
as well. In order to improve the internal functioning of the
organization, we set clear membership criteria and conditions for
associates.

Behind this short list of achievement lies the work of our
more than 170 members and associates. | would like to use
the opportunity to thank all of those who contributed with their
work and ideas to building the good name of the Association.

KONFERENCE, KULATE STOLY A DISKUSE

South Caucasus in 2008 and Beyond: Frozen Conflicts or
Frozen Peace?

13.-15. listopadu 2008, Lichtenstejnsky palac, Praha
Vyrocni konference

Jizni Kavkaz patii mezi regiony, které jsou strategicky dulezité pro
stabilitu Evropské unie, zvlasté pak s ohledem na energetickou
bezpecnost. Pripadné snizeni energetické zavislosti Evropské
unie na Ruskeé federaci zavisi pfedevsim na zajisténi pfistupu
k ropnym a plynovym nalezistim v kaspické oblasti. Regionu se
v8ak v dlsledku politické a bezpeénostni nestability nedostava
tolik potfebnych investic a jsou to pravé nevyreSené, tzv. zamrzlé
konflikty, které i pfes pfilezitostné mirové rozhovory v poslednich
15 letech predstavuiji hlavni pfekazku ke stabilité Jizniho Kavkazu.

Vybérem tématu vyro¢ni konference pro rok 2008 chtéla
Asociace poukazat na fadu zamrzlych konfliktl v regionu, které
jiz po témér dvé desetileti predstavuji vyznamna bezpecénostni
rizika pro stabilitu nejen dané oblasti. Udélosti ze srpna 2008
jednoznaéné potvrdily opravnénost Gvah analytikd Vyzkumného
centra AMO.

V disledku srpnovych udalosti tak konference poskytla
jednu z prvnich prilezitosti k expertni reflexi toho, co se na
Jiznim Kavkaze odehrélo. Konference se zu¢astnilo na Ctyficet
zahrani¢nich expertd ze statl regionu a Evropské unie. Mezi
hosty nechybéli napfiklad Peter Semneby, zvla$tni zmocnénec
EU pro Jizni Kavkaz, Lawrence Scott Sheets, feditel kavkazského
programu International Crisis Group, Sergey Markedonov, expert
z Institute for Political and Military Analysis Ci Giorgi Gogia,
analytik Human Rights Watch.

~Konflikt v Nahornim Karabachu neni zamrzlym konfliktem.
Tento pojem je nebezpecné zavadéjici, jak jsme mohli vidét
nedavno v Jizni Osetii. Lidé jsou zabijeni podél linie pfiméri
za pritomnosti pouhych Sesti neozbrojenych mezinarodnich
pozorovateld. Existuje zde neustdlé riziko eskalace. “

Ohlédnuti za ¢eskou zahranic¢ni politikou

20. listopadu 2008, Institut CERGE-EI, Praha
Vyro¢ni prednaska ministra zahrani¢nich véci Karla
Schwarzenberga

Lisabonska smlouva, vyhlaSeni nezavislosti Kosova, celosvétova
finanéni a hospodarska krize ¢i dohoda o radarové zakladné USA
na ¢eském Uzemi. To jsou podle Karla Schwarzenberga hlavni
momenty, které provazely ¢eskou zahrani¢ni politiku béhem roku
2008 a na néz musela Ceska diplomacie reagovat.

Ministr zddraznil i vyznam ratifikace smlouvy o Mezinarodnim
trestnim soudu, kterou po letech odkladt Ceska republika
schvalila. Ceska diplomacie stejné jako v minulych letech
velmi akcentovala obecny princip dodrzovani lidskych prav.
Ministerstvo zahrani¢i dlouhodobé podporuje demokratické sily
na Kubé& a v Barmé. Stejné tak se bude Cesko nadale podilet na
feSeni kavkazského problému.

Naopak v jinych oblastech jako napfriklad vychodni Kongo,
Darfur a Cad se Cesko pfili§ neangazuje. Podle Schwarzenberga
nam chybi schopnosti, moznosti a zkusenosti. Na pomoci se
proto Ceska republika podili jen materiding.

V roce 2009 ¢eka Ceskou zahrani¢ni politiku cela fada vyzev,
které vychazi zejména z predsednictvi CR v Radé EU. Jednou
z priorit bude feSeni soucasné hospodarske a financni krize
a snaha o nalezeni jednotného postoje EU. Ze statutu predsednické
zemé bude Ceska republika také nastavovat vztahy mezi novou
americkou administrativou a Evropskou unii. Ceska diplomacie
si uvédomuije silici vyznam energetické bezpe&nosti nejen Ceské
republiky, ale i Evropy jako celku. Podle Karla Schwarzenberga
je nacase, aby Evropska unie kone¢né dosla k jednotné pozici,

a mohla tak lépe zajistit bezpecnost energetickych dodavek.

v Ceské diplomacii vyzna¢ny meznik. Na konferenci totiz viibec
poprvé v historii Ceské republiky zasedli za jeden still velvyslanci
Statu lzrael a Palestinské samospravy Jaakov Levy a Mohamed
Salaymeh.

Diskuse s velvyslanci se zu¢astnili i pfedni ¢esti experti na
Blizky vychod. Eligka Zigova, byvald vedouci Seského sty&ného
Ufadu v Ramallahu, pfipomnéla duleZitost zastaveni teroristickych
utokl pro budouci mirové souziti obou stran. Podle Jifiho
Schneidera z Prague Security Studies Institute je nutné vyuzivat
tajnou diplomacii, bez niz nelze v oblasti prosadit prakticky
zadné kontroverzni rozhodnuti. Pravnik a politolog Marek
Cejka zase zminil sou¢asnou obtiZznou situaci na palestinskych
Uzemich, ktera je disledkem absence respektovanych autorit
a v8udypritomné korupce. Cejka se také dotknul vnitini izraelské
politiky a slabych politickych koalic, které neumoznuji provadét
zasadni rozhodnuti.

South Caucasus in 2008 and Beyond: Frozen Conflicts or
Frozen Peace?

November 13-15, 2008, Lichtenstein Palace, Prague
Annual conference

The South Caucasus belongs to regions with a strategic
importance for the stability of the European Union, particularly
with regard to energy security. An eventual reduction of energy
dependence of the EU on the Russian federation depends
primarily on assuring an access to oil and gas fields in the
Caspian area. However, due to the political and security
instability, the region is short of the much needed investments
and it is precisely the unresolved, so-called frozen conflicts,
which in spite of the occasional peace talks during the past 15
years represent the main obstacle for the stability of the South
Caucasus.

By selecting this topic for its annual 2008 conference the
Association intended to point out some of the frozen regional
conflicts which for over two decades represent a major security
risk for the stability of the area and beyond. The events of August
2008 clearly confirmed the righteousness of the AMO Research
Center analysts’ initiative.

In its consequences, the conference offered one of the first
opportunities for an expert reflection of the August events in the
South Caucasus, and was attended by four dozens of foreign
experts from countries of the region and from the European
Union. To name but a few: Mr. Peter Semneby, EU Special
Representative for the South Caucasus, Mr. Lawrence Scott
Sheets, Director of the Caucasus program of the International
Crisis Group, Mr. Sergey Markedonov, expert of the Institute for
Political and Military Analysis, or Mr. Giorgi Gogia, analyst of the
Human Rights Watch.

“The conflict in Nagorny Karabakh is not a frozen one. The
term is dangerously misleading, as we could see in South Ossetia
recently. People are being killed along the cease-fire line with only
six unarmed international observes present. The risk of escalation
is always there.”

Looking back at the Czech Foreign Policy

November 20, 2008, CERGE-EI Institute, Prague

The Lisbon Treaty, Kosovo’s declaration of independence, the
global financial and economic crisis or the agreement on the US
radar station on the Czech territory — such were according to
Karel Schwarzenberg the main moments which accompanied the
Czech foreign policy over the course of the year and which the
Czech diplomacy had to respond to.

Equally, the minister emphasized the importance of the
ratification of the convention on International Criminal Court
by the Czech Republic after many years of delaying. Just as in
the past, the Czech diplomacy highly accentuated the general
principle of respecting human rights. The Ministry of Foreign
Affairs has been supporting democratic movements in Cuba and
Burma. The Czech Republic will likewise continue contributing to
a resolution of the Caucasus issue.

On the other hand, in regions such as eastern Congo,

Darfur or Chad, the Czech Republic is not too engaged. In
Schwarzenberg’s view we are missing the skills, capacities
and experience. As a result, the assistance the Czech Republic
provides is limited mostly to material basis.

The year 2009 brings a whole set of challenges for the Czech
foreign policy, stemming in particular from the Czech Presidency
to the Council of the EU. Solving the current economic and
financial crisis and finding a common EU position will be one of
the top priorities. As the presiding country the Czech Republic
will set the relations between the new US administration and
the European Union. The Czech diplomacy understands the
growing importance of energy security not only for the Czech
Repubilic, but also of Europe as a whole. According to Karel
Schwarzenberg, it is time for the European Union to finally reach
a common stance, in order to better assure the security of energy
supplies.

The Middle East Peace Process: Old Challenges, New
Opportunities?

May 15, 2008, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech

International conference

On the occasion of the sixtieth anniversary of the State of Israel,
AMO organized a conference which represents an important
milestone for the Czech diplomacy, since for the first time in the
history of the Czech Republic the Ambassadors of Israel and of
the Palestinian authority, Jaakov Levy and Mohamed Salaymeh,
sat down at one table.

Furthermore, top Czech experts on the Middle East took part
in the discussion with the ambassadors. EliSka Zigové, former
head of the Czech Representative Office in Ramallah, pointed
out the importance of bringing the terrorist attacks to an end for
the future peaceful co-existence of both parties. According to Jifi
Schneider of the Prague Security Studies Institute it is necessary
to exploit secret diplomacy, without which no controversial
decision in the region can be put through. The lawyer and
a political scientist Marek Cejka mentioned the current difficult
situation on the Palestinian territories as a result of the absence
of respected authorities and of the omnipresent corruption. Cejka
also touched upon internal Israeli politics and the weak political
coalitions which prevent adoption of crucial decisions.

Energy security has recently gained in importance and is
becoming an integral part of the global economic, security
and foreign policy debate. As not only the events of 2008
demonstrate, energy security is a key issue for countries of
Central and Eastern Europe.

Therefore, the Association for International Affairs in
cooperation with the Czech Chamber of Commerce decided
to create a platform for an informal dialogue facilitating the
exchange of views on various energy-related topics from the
Czech and European perspective. Two business breakfasts,
attended by policy makers, politicians, experts, representatives of
the business sphere, civic society and media, were held in 2008.
The participants dealt with issues of renewable sources of energy,
their inclusion into the transmission system, suitable energy mix
for the Czech Republic and investment possibilities for Czech
entrepreneurs in countries of Southern and Eastern Europe.

The list of speakers included representatives of the public
administration and of important companies such as CEZ, HSBC,
E.ON or CEPS. In light of the positive feedback, the Association
intends to carry on with Business Breakfast cycle in the future.

BOOKS

Contemporary History Textbooks in the South Caucasus

The idea behind the book was born during an extraordinary
meeting of historians and civic activists in Tsachnadzor, Armenia,
in the fall of 2007. In a situation of a de facto state of war between
Azerbaijan and Armenia and numerous minorities of both of these
nations in Georgia, the participants of the meeting, coming from
the three South Caucasian countries, agreed that neither ancient
nor recent history must necessarily divide the nations and serve
as a means of political struggle. In the Caucasus region, this
seemingly banal statement is not only unusual, but very brave
indeed.

The importance of history textbooks for the shaping of
collective identity and the formation of an image of other nations
and neighbors is generally well known. Besides the analysis of
current history textbooks in Armenia, Azerbaijan and Georgia, the
book contains recommendations suggesting desired changes.

Election Year 2006: Latin America at the Crossroads?

From November 2005 to December 2006, presidential elections
were held in Brazil, Mexico, Chile, Columbia, Venezuela, Peru
and other countries of Latin America. The impact on the way the
subcontinent is heading is clearly visible today.

The book by top experts on Latin America offers a closer
look at the attitude of the ruling political elites towards crucial
problems of the region, such as poverty, corruption, possession
of natural resources or unemployment.

External Relations of the European Union

The ambition of the book is to evaluate the possibilities, tools
and goals of the European Union’s external policies and the
current state of engagement of the EU in the world. With regard
to the Common Foreign and Security Policy of the EU, as well
as its political and economic role in its neighborhood, a special
emphasis is put on the role of the Union in selected countries or
regions.

In the same time, the publication reflects EU’s potential to
become one of the major “players” in global politics and to speak
with one voice on foreign policy issues. The reality of a common
European foreign policy, however, often hits the traditions and
ambitions of the individual member states.
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The Future of Europe Lies in Dialogue

The book is a contribution to the dialogue on European issues
and consists of summaries of 10 public discussion held in the
framework of the Participative European Citizenship project,
which touched topics such as European constitution, European
policy of the French president Sarkozy, the German Presidency
of the Council of the EU, priorities of the Czech Presidency of the
EU, perspectives of EU-Russia relations or enlargement of the
Schengen area. Expert studies on current challenges facing the
European Union and its members are part of the publication as well.

Agenda for the Czech Foreign Policy in 2008

As an independent think-tank, the Association for International
Affairs addresses the topic of the Czech foreign policy on a long-
term basis and, in light of its mission and daily activity, approaches
the issue as its priority. Therefore, annually, the Association
publishes the Agenda for the Czech Foreign Policy, by means of
which it seeks to launch a serious discussion on the objectives of
the Czech foreign policy and the ways of achieving them.

The book focuses on all important fields of the Czech
diplomacy and, along specific recommendations for the
upcoming year, contains also a critical view of the country’s
activity in the past year. Thus the Agenda maps the Czech foreign
policy in time and hence is a welcomed informational source for
tracking the long run progress.

The publication is widely acknowledged for its quality of
content and elaboration, and is sought after by representatives
of foreign diplomatic missions, members of both chamber of the
Czech Parliament, politicians, academicians and journalists.

Energy Security in Central and Eastern Europe

Energy security is one of the most discussed issues of today,
particularly in the case of the European continent. In the long
term, the European Union has been facing energy dependence
on Russia. An excessive dependence on a single supplier always
brings a series of security risks which can have a political,
technical or geopolitical background.

The book focuses on the region of Central and Eastern
Europe which is gradually becoming the setting for the “energy
game” of different actors, interests and approaches. The
publication presents the outputs of a round table organized by
the Association for International Affairs in cooperation with the
Stefan Batory Foundation at the end of 2007. The second part of
the book contains three extensive analyses dealing with particular
aspects of European energy security.

Through its educational activities the Association for
International Affairs touches not only the young generations,
but equally the broader expert public including high school
teachers. Apart from the Prague Student Summit, the largest
educational project in Central Europe, the Association
co-organizes the Visegrad Summer School in the Polish city of
Krakow as well as a series of other events on an annual basis.
All educational projects of the Association are distinguished by
the emphasis on innovation and atypical didactic methods.

Prague Student Summit
2007/2008 University of Economics in Prague, Prague
Congress Center, Hotel Hilton Prague

Prague Student Summit is the Association’s major educational
project. It is designed for more than 400 high school and
university students, thus being the largest event of its kind in
the Czech Republic. The Summit participants, youngsters from
the entire Czech Republic, have a unique opportunity to peak
into the world of diplomacy and international relations through

a simulation of three key international organizations - the United
Nations, NATO and the European Union.

The Summit subscribes to alternative education. The students
adopt a wide range of skills, such as individual information
processing, team work or public presentation. The main idea of
the Summit is the interaction of over 400 young people on the
ground of 3 international organizations in two working languages,
Czech and English.

In the 2007/2008 academic year, already the second season of
the Prague Student Summit took place.

Workshops
The course of the summit is spread out into several months and
two basic parts: preparatory sessions — workshops and the final
conference.

Five preparatory meetings were held in an informal spirit and
focused especially on participants’ individual development of
their knowledge, skills and abilities. The students had the chance
to debate with numerous personalities from the field of politics,
journalism, academia and business. Among these let us mention
Minister Cyril Svoboda, Director of Microsoft Europe Jan Mihlfeit,
former Advisor to President Reagan William Martin or General Jifi
Sedivy. Moreover, the agenda offered various interactive games and
activities aimed at mastering negotiation, presentation and rhetoric.

The Conference

The final conference took place in the representational premises
of Hotel Hilton Prague and Prague Congress Center in April 2008.
Not only the venue, but equally the guests were selected in a way
to provide the participants with an utmost authentic diplomatic
experience. Hence the event’s opening remarks were delivered
by Minister Ondrej LiSka, Member of the European Commission
Vladimir Spidla or the US Ambassador Richard Graber.

Following the Opening ceremony, the participants took on
three days of “real” international negotiations on current global
issues. The students attempted to find genuine solutions to
problems such as climate change, proliferation of weapons of
mass destruction, international terrorism financing or the EU
agricultural policy. The peak of the event was the simulated
international crisis between Russia and Georgia, which preceded
the actual one by a couple of months.

Additional side events — working breakfasts, briefings, expert
discussions, receptions and other — were held during the course
of the conference.

Support
The Summit enjoys long-lasting support of a wide range of
distinguished personalities. The auspices over the project’s
second season were granted by the Minister of Foreign Affairs
Karel Schwarzenberg and the former US Secretary of State
Madeleine Albright. The project was further supported by the
UN Secretary General Ban Ki-Moon, the former NATO Secretary
General Lord Robertson or the Czech Defense Minister Vlasta
Parkanova.

The third year of the Prague Student Summit was launched in
September 2008 and will conclude this March.

US Presidential Debate Simulation
April 29, 2008, American Center, Prague

The US presidential elections stood among the most important
events in international relations of 2008. The main points of the
presidential campaign were in particular foreign policy and the
financial crisis which dominated the discussion over time.

Both in terms of importance and impact the US presidential
elections traverse the borders of the United States. Hence the
Association came up with an idea to run a unique educational
project that would provide Czech university students with an
exceptional opportunity to demonstrate their argumentation skills
and socio-political knowledge, moreover, in English. An equally
important ambition was to offer a possibility for the broader
expert public to peek into the campaign topics and issues from
a rather unusual angle.

Eventually, the four selected Czech university students took
on the roles of US presidential candidates on April 29. In the end,
a jury of representatives of academia, the American Chamber
of Commerce, the US Embassy, journalists and analysts of the
Association announced Martin Zastéra, a student of the Faculty of
Law of the Charles University in Prague, who assumed the role of
a democratic candidate, as the winner.

The simulation was organized in cooperation with the US
Embassy in Prague and the American Chamber of Commerce in
the Czech Repubilic.

Evropskych klubU pfi béloruskych Skolach a dal$i vzdélavani
ucitell. Interaktivni metody vyuky a zaklady projektového fizeni
byly hlavnimi tématy nékolikadenniho sSkoleni, které béloruskym
ucitelm usnadni dals$i rozvoj klubg.

V jednotlivych klubech v rliznych méstech Béloruska Asociace
usporadala deset seminard, kde Z4ci a jejich ucitelé diskutovali
s Ceskymi experty o otazkach evropskeé integrace a vzdélavani
v Ceské republice.

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Za dva roky trvani projektu se Asociaci pro mezinarodni otazky
podarilo navazat velmi dobrou spolupraci s luhanskym Institutem
dalSiho vzdélavani, za jehoz podpory realizovala soutéz pro zaky
stfednich Skol ,,Mé mésto v kontextu Evropy“. Nejlepsi soutézni
prace studentd byly publikovany ve sborniku.

TéméF dvé stovky ukrajinskych uciteld se zdc¢astnily
seminard, na kterych vystoupil esky expert na Evropskou unii,
a nasledné diskutovaly o moznosti integrace této problematiky
do vyuky s odbornikem na vzdélavani.

Zivotnimi zkusenostmi z Ceské republiky a Kanady. Nevéednimu
charakteru akce pfispél také doprovodny kulturni program, béhem
kterého vystoupila romska kapela Gipsy.cz a znamy kanadsky
hiphoper Jordan Croucher. BEhem akce se kanadska generalni
guvernérka zapojila do diskuse s ¢eskymi studenty, zajimala se

o jejich konkrétni zku$enosti a pisobeni v ob¢anské sfére.
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Open Society

Development of the civic society belongs to one of the
principal missions of the Association for International

Affairs. Therefore, Association has been constantly focusing
on projects designed to build good relations between the
Czech Republic and other countries, most notably in Central
and Eastern Europe. As part of these efforts, Association
concentrates on transmission of the Czech experience with
the process of transformation to its partners in Eastern Europe.

Pavel Tigrid Internships

In 2008, the Association organized the third season of the

Pavel Tigrid Internships educational project, supported by the
National Endowment for Democracy (NED) foundation. Pavel
Tigrid Internships allow young Belarusian activists to get familiar
with the functioning of public institutions and NGOs in the
Czech Republic and to learn about the Czech experience with
the process of transformation. The project’s participants build
contacts with Czech organizations and provide the Czech public
with true information on the happening in Belarus.

An integral part of their stay in the Czech Republic are
internships with the non-governmental sector or with the Czech
Parliament. In 2008, a manifold group of 6 applicants of age 24 to
35 was selected from different regions of Belarus.

The experience gained in the Czech Republic is appreciated
by the Belarusian interns as highly beneficial to their later work.

A European Alternative for Belarusian Schools

The Association for International Affairs has been supporting
the activities of the European clubs to Belarusian schools and
additional education of teachers for many years now. Interactive
methods of instruction and basics of project management were
the main topics of the training which should help the Belarusian
teachers in the clubs’ future development.

In individual clubs in different cities of Belarusia, the
Association held ten seminars, where students and their teachers
discussed issues of European integration and education in the
Czech Republic with Czech experts.

The “What do | know about Europe?” competition, organized
by a partner institution the Club of European Teachers, proved
highly motivational for the students, who can compare their
knowledge and skills in an interactive way. The most active
teachers visited the Czech Republic in November, learning about
the practice in Czech schools and about NGOs’ projects and
establishing contacts with Czech schools.

Furthermore, a magazine on current European questions,
which the teachers can draw information from, is issued within
the frame of this project, supported by the Czech Ministry of
Foreign Affairs.

A European Alternative for Eastern Ukraine

The European Alternative for Eastern Ukraine project is targeted
at two important groups of opinion leaders in the Donetsk,
Luhansk and Kharkiv regions — teachers and journalists.

Since launching the project two years ago, the Association for
International Affairs managed to establish a very cooperation with
the Luhansk Institute of Further Education, and with its support it
organized a competition for high school students “My City in the
Context of Europe”. The best student papers were published in
an anthology.

Nearly two hundreds of Ukrainian teachers participated in
seminars with a presentation by a Czech expert on the European
Union followed by a discussion on the possibilities of integrating
this question into instruction with an expert on education.

A group of pedagogues from the Institute for Improvement of
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Qualification and of headmasters embarked on a study trip the
Czech Republic, where they got to know new trends in teachers’
education, visited Czech schools and exchanged experience with
Czech colleagues.

In the fall, the Association for International Affairs hosted senior
representatives of Ukrainian media and delegates of publishers
and advertising contractors at a round table on the issue of the
masthead verification, since, according to many media experts, it
is precisely the distorted situation of the advertising market that
contributes to the lack of transparency of Ukrainian media.

An exceedingly burning problem for Eastern Ukraine is the
issue of labor protection in the mines. Therefore a study trip of
Ukrainian journalists was oriented in this direction. They were
offered an opportunity of talking to representatives of mining
unions, workers of OKD and experts of the Ministry of Industry
and Trade. The principal donors of the project are the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs and the Open Society Fund.

Assistance to Teachers and Promotion of After School
Activities in Georgia’s Conflict and Ethnically Mixed Areas
The Association organized three seminars in conflict and
ethnically mixed regions of Georgia for representatives of School
Boards from 30 schools. The ambition of the seminars was to
pass the knowledge in the area of multicultural education, the
work of School Boards and the possibilities of operation in local
communities over to teachers and parents present in the School
Boards. The seminars were conducted by two Czech and three
Georgian experts. Members of the School Boards were instructed
on ways to work with students and to contribute to multicultural
co-existence through after school activities. The seminars gave
rise to a platform which will improve future communication and
cooperation between the individual ethnic minorities. The project is
financed by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic.

The Czech-Taiwanese Educational Program

In 2008, the Association picked up the projects of the Czech-
Taiwanese collaboration from 2006 and with the support of the
Taiwan Foundation for Democracy ran an educational project
for young Taiwanese Master and Doctorate degree students
specializing in their studies on the European Union. The students
met politicians, experts on the EU, NATO and human rights,
and representatives of non-governmental organizations. During
their trip to Vienna they enjoyed the possibility to peek into the
functioning of democratic mechanisms and institutions from the
civic sector’s perspective and therefore to better understand
transformation processes taking place in Central Europe.

Cafebabel Prague
Throughout 2008, members of the Prague office of the European
magazine cafebabel.com have continued in both publishing
on the www.cafebabel.com portal and in organizing informal
café debates on various issues of Europe’s presence and
future. In February 2008, the Prague office in cooperation with
the Diplomatic forum of the School of International and Public
Relations arranged a composed afternoon called “Europe and the
Middle East Peace Process”. The event was opened by a lecture
of Jana Hybaskova, Member of the European Parliament, on
the Peace process after the Annapolis conference, followed by
a discussion with students.

The Prague team hosted another stop of the all-European
project Europe on the Ground in March. Representatives of
five other local teams came together in Prague and apart from
collecting materials for their articles they took part in a debate
entitled “Migration and Multi-Culturalism: Benefit or Threat to
Europe?” held in Café Bar Platyz.

Strengthened by several new members at the end of the year,
the Prague office gained new dynamics and began preparing
a blog of cafebabel Prague.



The Czech-German Program for Young Professionals

The Association in cooperation with the German Council on
Foreign Relations (DGAP) launched in 2008 the first year of

a program, which brings a completely new dimension into the
field of Czech-German projects.

The program is designed for young professionals from both
countries who encounter social and economic impacts of
European integration and globalization on a daily basis, and hence
they share a deeper interest in international and European affairs.
They are active in politics, public service, local government,
media, non-governmental organizations or in business. In a few
years time, it will be precisely them who will have the predominant
influence on decisions affecting the future direction of the Czech
Republic and of Germany in a united Europe.

Based on a public call, the jury selected 10 participants for
the opening year consisting of 4 workshops, in the course of
which they will have the possibility to debate with distinguished
personalities, particularly from the political and commercial sphere.

The project is financed by the Czech-German Future Fond and
Robert Bosch Foundation, and is held under the sponsorship of
Presidents Véaclav Havel and Roman Herzog.

The Role of Young People in Civic Society
2 December 2008, La Fabrika, Prague

An extraordinary meeting, on the occasion of a state visit of
Governor General of Canada Michaélle Jean, took place in La
Fabrika club in December 2008. A panel discussion on the role of
young people in the civic society brought together personalities
with diverse life stories from the Czech Republic and Canada.
The associated cultural program offered the performance a Roma
band Gipsy.cz and of a famous Canadian hip-hopper Jordon
Croucher, which certainly contributed to unorthodox character

of the event. The Canadian Governor General participated in the
discussion with Czech students taking interest in their concrete
experience with the civic sphere.
