Dear readers,

the year 2011 brought the Association for International Affairs
new challenges and primarily further prospects for its growth.
We continued working on existing projects and successfully
launched new ones. Our aim to become well respected research
organisation, think tank, with international scope of activities,
remains the same.

Our Research Center offered wide range of commentaries,
analysis and recommendations to the public in 2011. With respect
to the new Concept of Czech Foreign Policy we presented its
alternative proposal at a lecture by the Minister of Foreign Affairs
Karel Schwarzenberg.

Apart from the successful Prague Student Summit which is
the Association’s biggest project that commenced its 17 year,
we have been successful in developing other educational projects
that have the potential to become permanent part of our portfolio.
The most significant amongst them is ALYAS — AMO Lectures
for Young Asia Scholars that enabled its 2™ year-participants an
encounter with a a famous US military strategist Thomas Barnett.

In the field of transformational cooperation we have
expanded our scope of authority to post-revolutionary Egypt
from where our analysts initially provided news for the Czech
media. Subsequently the up-to-date knowledge of the dynamic
environment facilitated realisation of projects supporting the
Egyptian democratisation process and development of local
civil society. The international projects for teachers, students
and school experts in Ukraine and Belarus as well as the Czech-
German Young Professionals Program also continued fruitfully.

Next pages bring complete overview of all the activities the
Association for International Affairs dealt with last year. We
would like to thank everybody who made our work possible — our
partners, donors, colleagues, volunteers and those who keep
track of our work and promote it on their profiles on the social
networks. | look forward to meeting with you again in 2012.

The questions covered a wide range of topics, including the
Czech Republic’s role in the world, its bilateral and multilateral
relations as well as current international issues. Data collection
commenced in June 2011 and the research outcome was
presented at the end of September 2011 in Prague.

International roundtable

The roundtable held under the auspices of the Czech Prime
Minister Petr Ne¢as was a follow up event of the AMO conference
Prague Transatlantic Talks 2009 — NATO at Sixty. In 2011
participants from the USA, the UK, Belgium, Germany, Israel

and the Czech Republic examined one of the major current
security issues, i.e. ensuring high quality defence in the period of
budgetary austerity. Increase in efficiency, sharing sources and
information on supplies and rationalisation of investments were
emphasised. The impact of defence policy reforms on defence
policies and armies of NATO member states and possibilities of
cooperation with non-member states were discussed.

The experts were familiarised with
principles, advantages and disadvantages of science and
research management strategies in Germany which is the largest
economic partner of the Czech Republic. The outcome of the
seminar was a book The Way to Strengthen the Competitiveness
of the Czech Republic: European Budget after 2013.

The conference closing the first half of 2011 focused on
connection between the European Union’s economic power
and its abilities to enforce its geopolitical interests with the
international community. The speeches were concentrated on
economic, security and political impacts of the lingering world
economic crisis, the growing competitiveness of Asian economies
and the influence of integration processes in Southeast Asia
on the EU. The effectiveness of “strategy in entering the Asian
markets” and consequences of economic and diplomatic
offensive of the Asian countries, primarily China, in East and
Southeast Europe were evaluated.

The conference completed the cycle of events dedicated to
EU-Russia cooperation. This time the policy makers, diplomats,

Not only the economic and political dialogue but
also the institutional level and steering mechanism of mutual
cooperation were discussed. It was the first conference that AMO
held in Brussels.

International roundtable and expert workshops

Roundtable concluding the year 2011 responded to the
increasingly more important global issue of defence against the
cyberterrorism. The objective of the event was to bring together
guests from various fields of expertise, such as IT specialists,
lawyers, politicians, security experts and representatives of
academia and business thus creating an interdisciplinary forum
allowing identification of issues connected to the process of
decision making in reaction to politically motivated cyber-attack.
After the opening roundtable series of expert workshops followed
where the participants received training aimed at improving their
practical knowledge and skills.

The projects were
targeted not only at secondary and university students
but also at their teachers; since 2011 foreign volunteers
have become another target group. Emphasis is laid

on innovative approaches and alternative educational
methods. Through the new program for junior analysts
AMO endeavours to interlink its educational and research
activities.

Prague Student Summit

September 2010-March 2011

University of Economics in Prague, Ambassador Hotel — Zlata
Husa, Congress Centre Prague

Prague Student Summit (PSS) is the largest educational
project in the field of international relations in the Central
Europe. In the academic year 2010/2011 it held its
XVI season. The key idea of the PSS is to simulate the
negotiations of the three most important international
organisations: UN, NATO and the EU. More than 300
hundred students from all over the Czech Republic act
as real representatives of the respective countries and
as such try to solve current issues in international affairs.
The objective of the project is to prepare professionally
informed, self-confident, attentive and at the same time
modest individual who is not only interested in the world
that surrounds him, but is also able to listen to the others,
think and act independently, argue clearly and factually for
his case and who swiftly responds to new challenges. For
its emphasis on alternative educational methods, the project
represents a suitable complement to the education provided
by secondary schools and universities — it focuses on those
aspects of personal development that are often neglected
by the Czech educational system. The XVI Season of the
PSS was under the auspices of the Minister of Foreign
Affairs of the Czech Republic Karel Schwarzenberg; the
final conference was under the auspices of Mayor of Prague
Bohuslav Svoboda.

The PSS’s main educational contribution lies in
5 workshops. Students got acquainted with specialised
topics, they gained an insight into the art of negotiation,
sought their first common compromises, learned to
conribute into a discussion, adopt a stance and articulate
their viewpoint in front of the peer. The integral parts of the
workshops were lectures by interesting guests and interactive
activities developing students’ skills in a playful way.

The closing conference summarized the preparatory
stage of the project. It took place in ceremonial premises
of Ambassador Hotel with the presence of AMO's partners,
diplomats and politicians and with the increased media
attention. The following days were dedicated to debates on
the most fundamental global issues. Amongst the main topics
there were development aid, debt crisis, current situation
in Libya and Afghanistan and fictive crisis at the Korean
peninsula.

The XVII season of the PSS started in September 2011.

of the project was a book titled How to Teach about Climate
Change that comprises the main facts about climate change,
introduces controversial points in an unbiased way, presents the
environmental and political framework of the issue and last but
not least helps teachers with the educational methodology.

Regional Workshops - Simulation of Negotiations of EU
Institutions

a specific topic illustrated with relevant proposal of European
legislation or communication documents of the Council that were
just being discussed in Brussels.

Program of Junior Analysts

During the academic year 2011/2012 the pilot year of the
Program of Junior Analysts offering university students an
opportunity to obtain practical experience with research,
publishing and organisational work in AMO Research Center was
launched. The junior analyst position lies in close cooperation
with one of the current AMO analyst team member. The program
also offers participants series of four workshops oriented on
methodological training, media performance, particularities of
writing for think-tanks and future employment within the field.

The programs promoting development
of civil societies in Belarus and Ukraine, namely by
emphasising education of secondary school teachers and
journalists, reflect long-term efforts to foster the best
possible relations between citizens of the Czech Republic
and other Central and Eastern European countries. Since
2011 AMO has launched projects of transformational
cooperation in post-revolutionary Egypt with NGO workers
and independent journalists being their target group.

BELARUS

Civic Alternative for Belarusian Schools
January-December 2011
Minsk, Nymburk, Prague

The Association has worked on projects pursuing teachers’
education in Belarus since 2006. In 2011, the activities were
focused on stimulation of civic engagement of secondary school
teachers and their students by means of interactive methods of
teaching civics and history classes and development of critical
thinking.

Czech experts organized several seminars in regional Institutes
of Improving Qualifications in Belarus where they strived to
introduce Belarusian teachers to up-to-date trends in history
education in the Czech Republic.

As usual, AMO supported initiatives of those teachers who
had prepared alternative competitions for their students. The
implementation phase of ‘I, Citizen’ competition in Belarus
continued to be prepared and was completed with the first
provisional round of competition.

In cooperation with Club of European Teachers another year
of knowledge competition for pupils called ‘What | know about
Europe’ oriented on facts about Visegrad Group countries was
organised. Twenty four schools from all Belarus took part in it.
The final round with four best participants took place in Vilnius.

Transfer of Visegrad Countries’ Experience in the Education
System Reform

January-December 2011

Minsk, Vitebsk, Homel, Mohylev, Brest, Grodno

In cooperation with Polish and Slovak partners the Association
continued a project focusing on transfer of experience of the
education system transformation process in the Visegrad
countries for Belarusian teachers and experts in the education
from the governmental and non-profit sectors. Accomplishment
of the project objectives in 2011 was limited by repressions
towards Belarusian civil society that followed the presidential
elections in December 2011.

In October 2011 four seminars were carried out in the
Institutes of Improving Qualifications in Minsk, Vitebsk, Mohylev
and Homel targeted at 120 teachers from small towns and
villages. The seminars specialised in bringing closer Czech
educational system and using new approaches and multimedia
in teaching process. As a result of involving Institutions with
stable structure and continuous work further development of the
outcomes was guaranteed even after the end of the seminars.
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UKRAINE

Civic Alternative for Schools in Eastern Ukraine
January-December 2011

Yalta, Sevastopol, Simferopol, Krasnoperekopsk, Prague,
Nymburk, Karlovy Vary

The Association pursued projects in the Eastern Ukraine —
Kharkov, Donetsk and Luhansk regions — in the long term. This
period was finished with the issue of a methodological handbook
that was recommended by the Ukraine Ministry of Education and
also by the organization of all-Ukrainian pedagogical conference
on civic education.

In 2011, AMO commenced to focus its project activities
on Autonomous Republic of Crimea and to deal there with
multicultural education. The objective of the project was
to familiarise local secondary schools teachers with Czech
experience with using interactive methods in teaching and to
stimulate them to further learning.

In spring 2011a competition in the best teaching unit
scenario thematically oriented at multicultural education was
opened for Crimean and eastern Ukrainian teachers. Twice,
active teachers had the opportunity to visit the Czech Republic.
The first trip was realized in cooperation with Ukrainian non-
governmental organization Nova doba and was focused on
holding a competition ‘I, Citizen’. The second trip was dedicated
to transformation and running of Czech educational system and
curriculum reform.

In October 2011 with the support of the Republic Minister
of Education in Crimea four seminars in Yalta, Sevastopol,
Krasnoperekopsk and Simferopol dedicated to multicultural
education took place. The seminars led by lecturers from Masaryk
(Brno) and Palacky (Olomouc) universities were enhanced
with practical workshops and samples of teaching units; the
participants could also acquire some practical teaching materials.
One hundred forty teachers and workers of the Institutes of
Improving Qualification participated in seminars.

EGYPT

Lessons Learned from the Czech Democratic Transformation
July-August 2011
Cairo, Mahalla

The pilot project in Egypt targeted at the Egyptian audience from
among journalists, activists, political officials and NGO workers.
Within the project seminars on Czech transformation experience
in politics, civil society and media were held, during which invited
Czech experts tried to describe the changes that took place in
the Czech Republic and Eastern Europe at the end of the 1980s
and point out the shortcomings of the democratisation process

a lesson from which could be learnt.



Electoral Broadcasting
October 2011
Prague

In the perspective of the first post-revolutionary elections
in Egypt approaching the Association conducted a project
aimed at training of 10 independent Egyptian journalists in
electoral broadcasting. Five-day training focused on more
general topics, for example the role of media in democratisation
process or media transformation issue as well as training
professional skills, predominantly the ability to objectively cover
elections’ process or effectively interview candidates in pre-
election campaign.

The journalists then took part in accompanying program
that enabled insight into work of Czech media and problems
of their transformation. They got better understanding of
difficulties consolidated democracy faces 20 years after the
Velvet Revolution through roundtables with Czech journalists,
political scientists and representatives of non-profit sector,
discussions with students and meetings with Czech politicians.
For instance Egyptian journalists discussed existing procedure
of transformation and situation of local media, relevance of
Czech experience of the transition period to newly emerging
democracies in the Middle East, role of women in politics or
issues of political corruption.

Raising Democratic Awareness

November-December 2011

Mahalla, Port Said, Mansura, Kafr Zajat, Ismalilia, Damanhur,
Alexandria, Asuan

The last AMO project held in 2011 was oriented at training of
210 trainers and civil activists involved in local informational and
educational campaign. Thirteen trainings were carried out with
cooperation of Egyptian Democratic Academy in the form of one-
day workshops in 8 middle-sized towns.

The goal was a transfer of experience from transition period
in the Czech Republic and other Eastern European countries
and applying lessons learned to Egyptian situation. There were
also discussions on general democracy concepts, pluralism,
and role of opposition and non-parliamentary parties, election
cycle and more generally about problems of democracy. The
findings and experience from the project are summarised in
a Briefing Paper Sharing of Post-communist Transformation
Know-how: Experience from Northern Africa (http://www.amo.cz/
publications/n-306.html?lang=en).

AMO also attempts to interconnect its international project
with the research activities by organising thematic seminars
based on actual experience as with the event Czech NGO in
Egypt: Perspectives of Democracy.

Czech-German Young Professionals Program
November 2011-June 2012
Prague, Frankfurt am Main, Brno, Berlin

The fourth year of the project that was originally under the
auspices of the Presidents Vaclav Havel and Roman Herzog had
a subheading ‘Managing the Unpredictable: The Future of Work
and Education®. The participants experienced in politics, state
administration, local administration, business, media or civil
sector tried to find the answers to questions as: What will our
jobs and educational institutions look like in the coming decades?
How will modern technology influence our life? Are European
educational systems competitive on the global labour market?
How do companies support young potential they will need in the
future? The project objective is forming a common platform for
further development of Czech-German relations.
