About the Project

Prazsky studentsky summit je unikat-
nim projektem, ktery vzdéldva sttedoskol-
ské avysokoskolské studenty o problémech
dnes$niho svéta. Prostfednictvim simulace
tfi mezinarodnich organizaci poskytuje
ucastnikiim moznost rozsifovat své zna-
losti z oblasti mezindrodnich vztahd, lid-
skych prav, zivotniho prosttedi, ekonomie a
mnohych dalSich sfér. Mladi lidé zasedajici
v Modelu OSN, NATO a EU jsou béhem
problémy dnesni doby, o kterych jednaji
v roli zdstupct vice nez sedmdesdti zemi.

V priibéhu celého roéniku je icast-
niktm zprostfedkovdna mozZnost rozvijet
své rétorické, komunikacni, argumentacni,

The Prague Student Summit is a unique
project, which educates high school and
university students about current global
problems. Through the simulation of three
international organizations, it provides
participants with the opportunity to
broaden their knowledge of international
relations, human rights, environment,
economy, and many other topics. The young
people sitting in Models UN, NATO and
EU are confronted with the most pressing
issues of our age, about which they
negotiate as the representatives of more
than seventy countries.

This season is already the 22nd in the
history of the project. The history of the

project has started in the 1995, back then
under the name of the Prague Model UN.
Since then, the project has come a long
way, as there will be more than 300 high
school and university participants this
year. However, the Summit would not
exist without the support of its partners
and the work of the preparatory team. The
team consists of more than 6o university
students, who have spent an entire year of
their free time volunteering.

Summit starts annually on the 1st
September, when the applications process
opens. Consequently, five preparatory
meetingsare held and in spring the Summit
reaches its peak with the Final Conference.
Throughout the year, the participants are
given the opportunity to develop their
rhetorical, argumentative, negotiation and
language skills, which they can use during
their future academic or professional career.

Highly important is the emphasis on
the critical and analytic thinking. During
the preparatory part, the participants had
the chance to hear more than 50 guests
fromall sorts of fields. Through educational
seminars, lectures and panel debates,
they outlined different viewpoints on
various social and global problems. The
Summit aims at connecting theoretical
knowledge with its practical application
during the simulation of the international
organizations.

The Model UN is the oldest as well as the largest model of the
project. Itaims mainly at high school students and its negotiation
language is Czech. The students form delegations of three to
five members, which then have to pass an admission procedure.
The main task of the procedure is writing an application essay
on the topic of international policy priorities of a state the
delegation wishes to represent throughout the year. At the basis
of an anonymous essay evaluation, a specific state is assigned to
the delegation and its members individually attend simulated
bodies of the Model UN. Not just high school students, but even
university students participate in the Model UN, where they act
as observers.

At the Model UN of the XXII season of the Prague Student
Summit, 62 states are represented in six bodies. The agendas of
bodies are very diverse, which enables students to pick negotiated
topics according to their interests.

This year, the participants of the model had the possibility to
take partin:

United Nations Security Council (UNSC)

Disarmament and International Security Committee (DISEC)

Economic and Financial Affairs Committee (ECOFIN)

Human Rights Council (HRC)

UN Environment Assembly (UNEA)

UN Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO)

The delegations have to advocate actual interests of the state
they represent, therefore, an emphasis is put on the importance
of searching and processing of information. These are crucial
for elaboration of position papers — delegate’s underlays
for negotiation, which are supposed to help them in clarifying
the priorities of their state. The goal of the negotiation is to adopt
a viable proposal of solution to given issues.

Model NATO je uréeny pro stfedoskoldky a jeho ndplni je simu-
lace jedndni Severoatlantické aliance. Modelu NATO se ucastni
stredoskoldci sami za sebe a v rdmci ptijimaciho fizeni musi
napsat esej na zadané téma v anglickém jazyce, v némz nasled-
28 stfedoskolaktl ziska moznost zastupovat jednotlivé ¢lenské
staty NATO na jedndni Severoatlantické rady, tedy nejvyssiho
politického organu Aliance.

The Model NATO is designed for high school students and its
main purpose is to simulate the diplomatic negotiations on the
grounds of the North Atlantic Alliance. The ones who would be
interested in participating in the Model NATO must write an
essay on a given topic in English in which all other activities are
held as well. Twenty eight most successful high school students
will get the opportunity to represent each of the member states
of NATO at the meeting of the North Atlantic Council, a supreme
political body of the alliance. The program is designed to teach
participants about NATO from different perspectives. Essential
skills for successful participation in the Model NATO include the
effort to reach a consensus, because it is impossible to make any
decision without it.

During the five preparatory meetings the participants of the
Model NATO had the opportunity to prepare for the Conference in
terms of expertise and skill. In addition to basic factual knowledge
regarding the North Atlantic Treaty Organization, the participants
have learnt about topics related to current security threats, which
are closely related to the activities, which they will discuss
during the upcoming simulation of the North Atlantic Council.
The agenda includes NATO - EU cooperation, Islamic state or
Accession of Georgia.

Na uspésné uchazece ¢ekd 28 ktesel, jedno pro zastupce ka-
zdého clenského statu Evropské unie. Model simuluje Radu EU
asnazi se poskytnout svym ucastnikim zajimavou a interaktivni
formou znalosti a dovednostinejen z oblasti evropskeé integrace,
aleiprdce se zdrojialegislativou. Velky dirazje kladen na vzdjem-
nou spolupraci béhem jednani ¢i pti konzultacich v regionalnich
skupindch.

Jednim z nejvétsich specifik Modelu EU na Prazském stu-
dentském summitu jsou projedndvand témata. Body agendy
se ucastnici dozvédi aZ na konci prosince, a to proto, aby jednali
o problémech, které se paralelné fesi na ptidé skute¢né Rady.
Na aktudlnost je zde tedy kladen diiraz o néco vice nez v jinych
modelech, s ¢imZ se ovSem také zvysuje ndro¢nost pfi préci s in-
formacemi. Rozmanitd agenda umoziuje ucastnikiim vyzkouset
celou $kdlu roli — ministr zahranici, ministr financi i jiné exeku-
tivni posty. Simulované jednani Rady na zavérecné konferenci je
tedy, vzhledem k pestrosti roli uc¢astniki i aktudlnosti agendy,
velkou vyzvou.

The Model EU is a model for university students. The official
language is Czech and the programme is designed in its demands
for older and more experienced participants.

The ones who are interested in participation must undergo
an application process which consists of writing an essay
onaparticular European issue and of a cover letter. Member states
are then divided among the participants based on an anonymous
evaluation.

There are 28 seats waiting for the successful applicants, each
for a member state of the European Union. The Model simulates
the Council of the European Union and it aims to provide its
participants with knowledge and skills, not just from the field of
European integration, through interesting and interactive form,
but also by working with resources and legislation. Cooperation
is emphasized during the negotiations and the regional working
groups.

One of the highlights of the Model EU at the Prague Student
Summit are the debated topics. The participants get to know the
points of agenda at the end of December. That is slightly later
than in other models, because they should be dealing with the
problems the Council is addressing at the same time. Hence,
there is a greater emphasis on being up to date than in other
models of the Prague Student Summit, which also brings higher
demands when working with sources. Diverse agenda enables
the participants to try out various roles — Ministers of Foreign
Affairs, Ministers of Finance and other executive positions. Thus,
considering the diversity of the positions and the topicality of the
topics, the simulated negotiations of the Council of the European
Union present a major challenge.

Excursion to Berlin

After the last year's successful tour to Vienna, this time the Summit
goes to Berlin. German reunification altogether with the fall
of the Berlin Wall inherently belongs to the defining moments of
the end of the Eastern Bloc. Our participants will visit not only
landmarks linked with the past era, but also the Bundestag and
the Czech embassy.

A Visit of the Embassy of the Kingdom of Denmark
The day before the opening ceremony took place the participants
had an opportunity to attend side event which was organized
thanks to the partnership with the Embassy of Denmark in Prague.
The event consisted of a presentation focused on activities of the
embassy and on Denmark and its political situation.

Excursion to Ministry of Industry and Trade of the
Czech Republic

The next accompanying event was an excursion to the Ministry
of Industry and Trade of the Czech Republic. Throughout the visit,
the participants could walk through representative rooms of the
institution and get to know lot of new information regarding
the construction and architecture of the palace. The most valuable
experience was the ascension to the glass cupola of the building,
which offers a beautiful view of the whole Prague.

A Visit of the Embassy of the Republic of Croatia

As a part of a visit to Croatian Embassy, the students met with
Croatian Ambassador to the Czech Republic, H. E.Ines Troha. They
also took part in a discussion about the historical background of
the Balkan conflict. The lecture of the member of the Institute
for International Relations was closed by questions and a debate.

Human Rights Cinema

Asapartof the Human Rights Cinema, the participants watched
adocumentary called Ash & Money. The film focuses on an Estonian
theatre group and its efforts to face a non-transparent political
environment. The group establishes a political party and launches
amassive campaign. However, media and public start to ask the
same question - is it still only satire?

Minisimulations

Within the project, traditional minisimulations have also taken
place this year. During these occasions, participants have had the
opportunity to negotiate about topics which were not covered in
their respective models. After the second preparatory meeting,
participants were carried into the world of Harry Potter where they
represented interests of different characters from the book plot.
The second minisimulation took place after the fourth preparatory
meeting. Participants returned to 1776 as the representatives of
the thirteen American colonies during the Second Continental
Congress.
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Human Rights Moot Court

This year, the participants had an opportunity to take part in
a simulated trial, before the European Court of Human Rights
on the premises of the Faculty of Law of the Charles University.
The selected case was the one about Estonian news portal Delfi
which, according to the court, didn't sufficiently monitor its
discussion forum. It is one of the landmark decisions in the field
of freedom of speech in media.

Polygon MUP

Before the second preparatory meeting, an interactive side event
Polygon was organized with the support of the Metropolitan
University Prague. The main objective was to get acquainted with
the work with information from open sources, and how radical
movements operate in the online environment. Participants also
had the unique opportunity to try out the role of intelligence
analysts and uncover a plan of terrorist attack within the simulated
conflict.

Strakonice Army Base Visit

In mid-March, thirty participants made a journey to Strakonice,
where an anti-aircraft regiment of the Czech Army resides.
The local soldiers presented their unit and let the visitors to try
out the military equipment. The participants also had the chance
to learn about battlefield medicine and to shoot down an enemy
airplane - on a simulator, obviously!

Seminar Tyranny of the Media

During the Tyranny of the Media seminar organized by the
Metropolitan University Prague the delegates had the opportunity
to learn how the media work from experts in the field. In the
practical part of the seminar, they tried the teleprompterina TV
studio, got into a role of a TV reporter and received some useful
tips about their body language.

Educational excursion to Vienna

In cooperation with the Czech Embassy in Vienna, the preparatory
team spent a couple of inspirational days in Vienna. Besides
getting to know the marvellous city, they had the opportunity to
talk with diplomats, to visit significant institutions such as the
UNO City and to simulate the negotiations of the UN Security
Council for an Austrian-Czech school as well as for themselves.

International Criminal Moot Court

Moot Court focused on the international criminal law was one
of the innovations during this season. Participants were at first
in the position of investigators of a genocide and they had to find
enough evidence to bring responsible persons to the ICC. Later
there was a moot court with participants acting as prosecutors.

The Diplomatic Reception

On the occasion of the opening ceremony of the Final
Conference, we will hold a diplomatic reception at the Residence
of the Mayor of Prague. At the reception, the Mayor Adriana
Krnacova and the Ambassador of Canada to the Czech Republic
Barbara C. Richardson will make a toast.

During the XXII season of the Prague
Student Summit, a series of regional
simulations took place for the first time.
One-day simulations of the negotiations of
the United Nations Security Council were
prepared for students of primary schools
and corresponding years of grammar
schools. Five events in Ostrava, Pardubice,
Plzen, Ceské Budéjovice and Brno were
attended by almost 150 students. The topic of
the simulated negotiation was the Crimean
crisisinall five cases. The participants went
back to 2014, when this geopolitical crisis
had been culminating, and they tried,
in roles of representatives of countries of
the international community, to solve this
conflict. A couple of best participants from
each region attended an excursion to the
Parliament of the Czech Republic.
Day-long regional simulations were
divided into two parts. During the
morning programme, the participants
were introduced in an interactive form
to the functioning of the international
organizations, structure of the UN, the
role of the Security Council in solving the
global conflicts and procedural rules of
the negotiation on the international level.
In the afternoon part, the students used
their newly gained knowledge and skills
for representing the states sitting in the
simulated Security Council as truthfully
as possible. They advocated the interests
of their states and strived to have utmost
of their demands added to the resulting
document - the resolution.
