Dal3i vzdélavaci aktivitou pro stre-
doskolaky byl v minulosti napfiklad projekt EU do Skol, ktery mél za cil
pribliZit studentdm fungovéni Evropské unie, ¢i projekt Cesty rozvo-
jové vychovy, jehoz smyslem bylo Sifit povédomi- o globalni rozvojové
problematice.

Z4dna vzdélavaci cinnost viak nem(ize fungovat bez odborného zazemi.
To v rdmci AMO plni Vyzkumné centrum se svymi Ctyfmi programy —
evropskym, vychodoevropskym, blizkovychodnim a rozvojovym.
Vyzkumné centrum se zaméfuje na vyzkum, analyzu a popularizaci prob-
lematiky mezinarodnich vztahl. Za dobu své Cinnosti vydalo Centrum
nékolik kniznich publikaci, na ftii tisice odbornych clanki a studif
a usporadalo nékolik konferenci s vyznamnou mezinarodni ticasti.

ABOUT US

The Association for International Affairs (AMO) is a non-governmental
organization dedicated to promoting various unconventional forms of
education and research in the field of international relations as well as
in Czech and European foreign and security policy. AMO's principal
aim is to contribute to a deepening of Czech citizens' understanding of
international affairs. Through education, research and information
projects, AMO strives to increase awareness of and interest in foreign
policy issues and international relations. Furthermore, as an inde-
pendent think-tank, AMO provides a venue for scientific research and
expert debate in its area of interest. Since its founding in 1995, the
Association has figured prominently in its field of interest in the Czech
non-governmental sector.

AMO strives to reach all aspects of the Czech society with the aim to stim-
ulate interest of Czech citizens in international affairs by disseminating
relevant information so as they could form their own opinion.

AMO activities can be divided into two main pillars: education and
research. The flag-ship education project is Prague Student Summit(for-
merly known as Prague Model UN). Apart from Prague Student Summit,
the Association organizes a whole range of other education projects,
such as preparatory courses for high school students interested in study-
ing international relations or political science at university. Another edu-
cational project in the past was the EU for School with the aim of explain-
ing Czech high school students the workings of the EU. Similarly, the
Paths of Development Education intended to popularize global develop-
ment issues.

However, very little of our education activities could be accomplished
without extensive expert support. This is being facilitated ‘through
AMO's Research Center divided into four programs — European, Eastern
European, Middle Eastern and International Development program. The
Research Center conducts research into international relations issues
and at the same time strives to raise public awareness of these issues.
During the time of its existence, the Research Center has managed to
publish several major publications, over three thousand articles and
papers, and organize a number of international conferences.

VYZKUMNE CENTRUM

Vyzkumné centrum Asociace pro mezindrodni otdzky bylo zaloZeno
v fijnu 2003 jako jeden z hlavnich pilif ¢innosti Asociace;je zaméreno na
analyzu, vyzkum a jeho popularizaci v oblasti mezinarodnich vztahi
a Ceské i evropské zahranicni, bezpecnostni a obranné politiky. Vznik
Centra byl vyvolan védomim absence instituce specializujici se na kvalit-
ni a nezavisly vyzkum v oblasti mezindrodnich vztahi a zahranicni poli-
tiky v Ceské republice a nutnosti spolupréce s podobné zaméfenymi insti-
tucemi v zahranidi.

Naplni cinnosti Centra je prispivat k identifikaci a rozboru problémi
dileZitych pro zahrani¢ni politiku Ceské republiky a jeji postaveni
v soucasném svété. Centrum poskytuje nezavislé odborné analyzy,
vytvaii prostor pro odbornou i vefejnou diskusi o problémech mezi-
narodni politiky a navrhuje jejich mozn4 feseni.

Prelomovou udalosti v cinnosti Vyzkumného centra v roce 2006 bylo
vydani sborniku "Ceska zahrani¢ni politika a volby 2006". Z pohledu
Centra je vyznamna zejména tieti ¢ast sborniku obsahuijici doporuceni
pro-Ceskou zahranicni-politiku. V- této Casti totiz nejen analyzuje stavajici
problémy, ale zejména piindsi nové podnéty pro odbornou a Siri zain-
teresovanou vefejnost. Na formulaci doporuceni se podileli analytici
a ¢lenové napfic vSemi programy Centra.

Jako hlavni platformy vyzkumu se v roce 2006 ustalily tyto programy
Centra: tfi teritoridlni programy (Vychodoevropsky, Evropsky
a Blizkovychodni) a Rozvojovy program.

Béhem roku 2006 vyznamné narostl pocet vystupl analytiki Centra a
¢lend jednotlivych program( v mediich. Poptavka po analyticich
Centra je zfejma napfic¢ celym medidlnim spektrem — zejména se jedna
o celostatni tisténa média, rozhlas i televizi. Evropsky program zahdjil
projekt Predsednictvi 2009, ktery si klade za cil zprostiedkovat kvalit-
ni verejnou diskusi o ¢eském predsednictvi v Radé Evropské unie.

Cinnost centra byla podpofena Nadaci Open Society Fund Praha.

Research
RESEARCH CENTER

Founded in October 2003, AMO's Research Center is dedicated to carry-
ing out research into and raising public awareness of international affairs,
security and foreign policy. Recognizing the absence of a similar institu-
tion in the Czech Republic, the Research Center has been organized to
conduct independent, expert research in the field of international rela-
tions as well as to expend cooperation with partner institutions abroad.

The Center's activities can be divided into two main areas: First, the
Center undertakes research and analysis of foreign policy ‘issues.
Second, the Center fosters dialog with policy-makers, the expert com-
munity and the broad public.

Regarding the Research Center's development, the unveiling of a
dossier on "Czech Foreign Policy and 2006 Elections" represented a
milestone in the year of 2006. Indeed, the Research Center puts a lot
of effort into the dossier. Apart from analyzing Czech foreign policy,
the dossier provides a new impetus for an expert and public debate on
Czech Republic's conduct of foreign policy. Foreign policy recommen-
dations, contained in-the third section of the dossier, were compiled by
AMO's members and research fellows.

In 2006, Research Center was running the following programs: three
regional-focused programs (Eastern European, European, and Middle
Eastern) and Developmental Program.

For the last year, there was a rapid increase in the appearance of AMO
members and research fellows in media. AMO research fellows are fre-
quent commentators on foreign policy issues in national press, as well
as on TV and Radio. The European Program launched a "Presidency
2009" program with the aim to provide for high quality public debate
on the Czech EU Council Presidency.

The Research Center's activities have been supported by the Open
Society Fund, Prague.

Predmétem jednani byly otazky tykajici se demokratizace v sousedstvi
EU. Setkani tematicky navazovalo na pfedchozi konferenci "European
Neighbourhood Policy", kterd se konala v kvétnu 2005. Mezi vyznam-
né hosty patfili napriklad ¢len britské Snémovny lord( Ralf Dahrendorf,
poslankyné Evropského parlamentu Jana Hybaskova, zastupci
béloruské opozice Siarhej Mackievi¢ a Alena Makouskaja, poslanec
Bundestagu Markus Meckel ¢i gruzinsky ministr pro evropskou a euro-
atlantickou integraci Giorgi Baramidze.

Research
THE ANNUAL CONFERENCE

Taking place at the Czech Senate on 22-23 September 2006, the annu-
al conference "Democratization in EU External Policies: Objective or
Side-Effect?” was one of the pinnacle events organized by AMO dur-
ing the last year. The conference was a collaboration between all pro-
grams of the Research Centre. More than 60 experts from non-gov-
ernmental organizations, government officials, public servants, politi-
cians from the EU, East Europe, and Middle East, and representatives
of the EU institutions took part in the conference.

The focal point of the conference was the question of democratization
in the EU's neighborhood. The conference was the thematic follow-up
to the "European Neighborhood Policy", held in May 2005. Among
others, the list of prominent guests included a member of the British
House of Lords, Ralf Dahrendorf, an M.P., Jana Hybaskova, the repre-
sentatives of Belarusian opposition, Siarhej Mackievi¢, a German
Parliamentarian, Alena Makouskaja, and Georgian State Minister of
Euro-Atlantic integration, Giorgi Baramidze.

DISKUSNi CINNOST

Verejné diskuse pofada Asociace pro mezinarodni otdzky jiz od roku
1998. Od té doby jich bylo témér 200, pficemZ v roce 2006 se jich
uskutecnilo 38, nejvice v dosavadni historii Asociace. Hosté diskusi
AMO byly znamé osobnosti ceského i mezinarodniho déni — politici,
diplomaté, lidé z akademické sféry Ci novinai.

Od roku 2006 pofada AMO dvé vyznamné verejné akce k Ceské
zahranicni politice, které jsou patefi diskusni cinnosti. Vyrocni pred-
naskou ministra zahranicich véci a vyrocni panelovou diskusi se zas-
tupci parlamentnich stran tak AMO dostala své roli pfedniho nezavis-
lého zahrani¢né-politického think-tanku v Ceské republice. Dale AMO
usporadala diskuse k problematikdm cesko-americkych vztahd, evrop-
ské integrace, Latinské Ameriky, Blizkého vychodu, Afriky a islamu.
Diskusi se v roce 2006 zucastnila fada osobnosti, mezi jinymi napfik-
lad Sergei Stanishev, predseda vlady Bulharské republiky, Cyril
Svoboda, ministr zahrani¢nich véci CR, J.E. Richard W. Graber, velvys-
lanec Spojenych stati americkych, J.E. Henri Benjamin Ntikala Booto,
velvyslanec KonZzské demokratické republiky v Praze ¢&i Farah Hiwad,
editorka Union-Magazine -a feditelka -organizace -Zen -pfi- Afghan
Society in London.

V ramci diskusni ¢innosti AMO za podpory Nadace Roberta Bosche
rovnéz aktivné pfispivé k cesko-némeckému dialogu a rozsifuje jej do
oblasti, kde se ho dosud nedostavalo. V rdmci projektu probéhl v roce
2006 cyklus Sesti diskusi s vyznamnymi ceskymi a némeckymi zastup-
ci z riznych spolecenskych oblasti — politiky, médii, ekonomiky ¢i
neziskového sektoru. Mezi hosty cyklu ¢esko-némeckého dialogu byli
naptiklad Marcus Meckel, ¢len Zahrani¢niho vyboru Bundestagu, ci
predsedkyné Vyboru pro hospodafstvi a technologie Bundestagu
Edelgard Bulmahn.

AMO, stejné jako kazdy rok, spoluorganizovala doprovodné diskuse v
ramci konference Forum 2000 "Dilemata globalniho souZiti", jichz se
mimo jinych zdcastnili Hunang-mao Tien, byvaly ministr zahranicnich
véci Cinské republiky, ¢ Roger Robinson, spoluzakladatel Prague
Security Studies Institute.

Research
MEETINGS, SEMINARS AND PUBLIC BRIEFINGS

Since 1998, the Association for International Affairs (AMO) has been
organizing conferences, roundtables and public briefings dedicated to
free and independent discussion on some of the most pressing issues
of today's world. To this day, there have been more than two hundred
events of this kind — with a record thirty eight events held in 2006
alone! Our guests include prominent politicians, diplomats, scholars,
and journalists both from the Czech Republic and abroad.

In 2006, two high-profile events stood out in particular aimed at provid-
ing a venue for discussing various aspects of contemporary Czech Foreign
Policy. AMO not only hosted the Czech Foreign Minister but also
arranged a panel discussion bringing together representatives of Czech
political parties. Both events clearly demonstrated AMO's credentials as
a prominent facilitator of the foreign policy debate in the Czech Republic.

Furthermore, AMO held a number of public discussions covering a wide
range of topics, such as US-Czech relations, European integration, demo-
cratization in the Middle East, Islam in Africa, etc. Just to name a few, our
guests-in-2006 were Sergei Stanishev, Prime-Minister of Bulgaria, Cyril
Svoboda, Czech Minister of Foreign Affairs, Richard W. Graber, US Am-
bassador to the Czech Republic, Henri Benjamin Ntikala Booto, Congo-
lese Ambassador in Prague, and Farah Hiwad, editor of the Union Maga-
zine and director of Women Organization of Afghan Society, London.

With support from the Robert Bosch Foundation, we have been able to
encourage Czech-German talks; what is perhaps even more significant is
that the project managed to expend the scope of such talks. The speakers
included, for example, Marcus Meckel, a member of Foreign Affairs
Committee of the German Bundestag, and Edelgard Bulmahn, Chairman
for the Committee of Economy and Technology of the German Bundestag.

Year in and year out, AMO has helped organize the events taking place at
the sidelines of the international conference "Forum 2000". The year 2006
was no exception! On this occasion, AMO held a number of briefings and
roundtables attended, among others, by a former Chinese foreign minister,
and Roger Robinson, a cofounder of Prague Security Studies Institute.

Education Projects
PRAGUE MODEL UN / MODEL EU / MODEL NATO

The prestigious conference of May 6-9, 2006 was a fitting coda to the
11th year of Prague Model UN. The convention of several hundred of
high-school-students-turned-diplomats from all over the Czech
Republic took place under the auspices of the Czech Foreign Minister,
Cyril Svoboda, and Lord Mayor of Prague, Pavel Bém.

The long-term success of this education project reflected in a growing
interest on the part of young people and continuing support from our
partners gave birth to two parallel projects simulating the European
Union and North Atlantic Treaty Organization. Thus, combining the
two new models with the well-established Model UN provided a spe-
cial venue for the meeting of young people interested in international
affairs; the Prague Student Summit took place in spring 2007.

The first half of 2006 saw intensive preparation work on Prague
Student Summit, part of which was, for example, an extensive infor-
mation campaign at high schools and universities all across the Czech
Republic and the launching of Summit's new webpage (www.stu-
dentsummit.cz).

The Chief Coordinator of Prague Summit and the Secretary General of
Model UN is Marek Dvorak, his first deputy is Hana Valentova. Model
EU is headed by Ondrej Picka. The coordinator of Model NATO is Jan
Havranek. The Logistics Coordinator is Jaroslav Bican and the
Technical Coordinator is Radoslav Srp.

Publikace tak napfiklad zazna-
menava prispévky J.E. Noela Noa Lehoka, Pavly Gomba ¢i Jany
Hybaskové a dale obsahuje sedm odbornych ¢lank(, které rozsifuji
pohled na jednotliva diskutovand témata. V nasledujicich mésicich
roku 2006 projekt v diskusni Cinnosti pro verejnost pokracoval — hosty
diskusi byli-mj. Henri-Benjamin Ntikala Booto, Steffen Angenendt nebo
Lucie Sladkova.

Education Projects
Preparatory Courses

Since 2006 AMO runs preparatory courses for prospective university
students of political science and international relations at some of the
most prominent universities in the Czech Republic. The courses aim to
help familiarize applicants with the university admission process. The
experienced trainers are drawn from among AMO's research fellows
and university lecturers.

Paths of Development Education

In 2006 we published in collaboration with the Development Center in
Prague a volume called "Development Forum 2005", which contains
summaries of our public panel discussions held throughout 2005.
Among its contributors were J.E. Noela Noa Lehok, Pavla Gomba and
Jana Hybaskova and the publication also featured seven studies look-
ing in depth at the discussed issues. In addition, we organized a series
of public discussions attended by Benjamin Ntikala Booto, Steffen
Angenendt, Lucie Sladkova, etc.

Last year we launched the first stage of the “Development Forum at
High School" program intended to inform Czech high school students
about the issues concerning developing countries and development
cooperation.

Last but not least, we began a work on a long term project to assess
lows and highs of integration efforts in Africa. We intend to publish a
compendium addressing different aspects of integration processes in
Africa. Development Center a long term project African Integration the
final output at the end will see the publication of integration regional
groupings in Africa. This is a part of much larger initiative undertaken
by AMO to bring a concise account of current trends in forming inter-
national groupings in all corners of the world.

Hlavnim cilem projektu bylo poskytnout zejména ucitelim a Zakim
zékladnich a stfednich Skol v Bélorusku a predstavitellim nezavislych
iniciativ objektivni informace o zépadni Evropé, evropskych hod-
notach, evropské integraci a vyvoji v zemich stfedni a vychodni Evropy
po vstupu do EU.

V rdmdi projektu byl ve spolupréci s partnerskou Béloruskou spolecnosti
Roberta Schumana vydan bélorusky preklad pfirucky pro ucitele "Jak ucit
"EuraBelarus" a provoz stejnojmenného internetového portélu. Do
Béloruska rovnéz vycestovalo sedm osobnosti z Ceské republiky, které se
zUcastnily vice neZ dvaceti nezavislych diskusi a seminafd. V ramci pro-
jektu byly rovnéz vydany policy papery "Belarus after the election: What
future for the Lukashenka regime? a "The European Union and the
Support of Democratic Changes in Belarus- Acts of Words?".

V-celkem deviti-béloruskych -méstech a obcich véetné hlavniho mésta
Minsku byly v rdmci projektu zorganizovény seminafe a diskuse s pred-
staviteli nezavislych iniciativ. Zacastnili se jich historici, pedagogové i
nevladni aktivisté.

International Cooperation Projects
INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION PROJECTS
European Alternative for Belarus

The main purpose of the project was to disseminate unfiltered informa-
tion among elementary and high school students in Belarus about
Western Europe, European values, European integration process and lat-
est trends and developments in countries of Central and Eastern Europe.

Thanks to the cooperation with our Belarusian partner Belarusian
Foundation of Robert Schuman the project saw publication of teacher
handbook "How to Present the EU" in Belarusian. In addition, four
issues of independent journal "EuraBelarus” were published along
with the launching of the journal's website. As part of the project,
seven prominent personalities from the Czech Republic traveled to
Belarus, where they participated in more than twenty public discus-
sions and seminars. In ten Belarusian towns including the capital
Minsk, seminars and public discussions were held with representatives
of civic initiatives. The participants were drawn mainly from academia
and non-governmental sector in Belarus.

Finally, two policy papers "Belarus after the election: What future holds
for the Lukashenka regime?" and "The European Union and the Support
of Democratic Changes in Belarus- Acts of Words?" were published.

Od spusténi nové grafické verze
v roce 2005 zaznamenal portal rostouci navstévnost. Tento trend se
podafilo udrZet i v roce 2006. Diplomacie.info se pravidelné umistuje
mezi prvnimi deseti weby v oblasti neziskového sektoru (zdroj:
www.navrcholu.cz). Béhem roku 2006 prosla zésadni grafickou
Upravou sekce Prazského Modelu OSN, nyni Prazského studentského
summitu. Obsah dalSich sekci je pravidelné aktualizovan.

Portal Diplomacie.info dale slouzi nejen k informovéni o akcich pofa-
danych AMO a publikovani odbornych vystupd analytikd Vyzkumného
centra, nybrz umoZziiuje i ostatnim navstévnikim umistit upozornéni na
akce jinych organizaci tykajicich se mezinarodniho déni (sekce Nasténka).
Sekce Odkazy pak obsahuje databazi vice nez 2.000 internetovych
prezentaci vyznamnych statnich i nestatnich instituci ze viech zemi svéta.
Navstévnici na strankach dale naleznou klicové mezinarodni dokumenty
nebo informace k pravé diskutovanym mezinarodnim udalostem.

Visegrad.info

Visegradskd spoluprace v roviné tzv. nizké politiky nové zahrnuje
oblasti kultury, uméni a socidlnich a regiondlnich otazek, coz
umozriuje Sirsi kooperaci.

Internetovy magazin visegrad.info znovuobnovil sviij provoz, pficemz
reflektoval vySe zminéné zmény novym vzhledem a tiemi zcela novymi tem-
atickymi oblastmi — kulturni, sociologickou a ekonomickou. Magazin navic
ziskal i nové autory — studenty a doktorandy — ze vSech zemi Visegradské
Ctyrky. Jejich prispévky analyzuji rdznorodé politické, sociologické, eko-
nomické a kulturni problémy a vyzvy spolupréace clend V4, mnohé z nich
nabizeji historicky ohled za spolecnymi visegradskymi koreny.

On-line Projects

Diplomacie.info

Portal Diplomacy.info is an internet project of the Association for
International Affairs. Its objective is to provide information to the peo-
ple with interested in international affairs.

The website is divided into four sections: About us, Prague Student
Summit, Portal and Research Center. Since running new graphic layout
in autumn 2005 visit rate of portal increased and we managed to keep
this frequency also in year 2006. Diplomacie.info is regularly among
the top ten most visited web sites of the non-profitable sector (accord-
ing to: www.navrcholu.cz). During the year 2006 section of the Prague
Student Summit went through radical change nowadays it is called
Prague Student Summit.

The website content is regularly refreshed. Diplomacie.info portal pro-
vides information about public events held by AMO and contains pro-
fessional issues of the Center’s analysts. Section Board allows the vis-
itors to place a note about actions concerning international affairs.
Section Links contains a database of more than 2000 net presentations
of significant state and non-state institutions all over the world.

Visegrad.info

The Visegrad cooperation has recently evolved to include low-politics
such as culture, art, social and regional issues. Upon expansion into
these new areas, a new basis for an enhanced cooperation has began
emerging.

In recognition of these changes, the Internet magazine Visegrad.info
has been re-launched with a new design and three new sections were
added: culture, sociology and economy. This, in turn, ensures a better
reflection of current trends and developments in the Visegrad coun-
tries. Moreover, the webzone attracted new authors from among
Visegrad university students, writing about political, social and eco-
nomic issues from both a historical and contemporary point of view.
The new content has resulted in an increase in the number of posts
appearing on the website's discussion forum.



FINANCE AMO

Hospodareni organizace v roce 2006 pokracovalo v trendu vseobec-
ného rozvoje a rlistu organizace; proto i v tomto roce dosahla AMO
vyrazné vyssich ukazatelG oproti roku predchdzejicimu. Z hlediska
prijma vzrostly pfispévky od nadacnich i soukromych darcd, vyznamné
se podilely i granty a dotace z vefejnych rozpocti CR.

AMO jiZ od svého zaloZeni vede své Gcetnictvi v podvojné soustavé a
nékolik let jiz i na principu fondového Gcetnictvi. V roce 2006 dosahly
vynosy Castky 5.505.042,22 K¢, naklady pak cinily 4.746.138,66 KC.
Pozitivni rozdil mezi témito ukazateli je vSak zplsoben predevsim
¢asovou skladbou pfijm0 a vydaji a rovnéz i rlistem organizace samot-
né; vysledek byl administrovan v souladu s adekvatnimi zdkonnymi
predpisy a vnitfnimi pravidly AMO.

Z hospodarského hlediska bylo v roce 2006 nejvétsim projektem AMO
Vyzkumné centrum, jehoZ partnery byli predevsim OSF Praha, Konrad
Adenauer Stiftung a Zastoupeni EK v CR. Vydaje se soustfedily prede-
vsim na realizaci konferenci, publikaci a vefejnych i uzavienych akci.

V roce 2006 se rovnéz konal XI. ro¢nik PMUN, ktery byl umoznén diky
velkorysé podpore soukromych; vefejnych i-nadacnich prostiedki. Rok
2006 byl vyznamnym diky néaslednému rozsiteni a transformaci pro-
jektu na Prazsky studentsky summit, které se z hlediska hospodareni
projevi jiz v roce 2007.

Mimoradné vyznamnou soucasti aktivit AMO jsou i projekty transfor-
macni spoluprace, které se svym rozvojem téZ vyznamné podilely na
hospodareni Asociace. Pro rok 2006 bylo jejich hlavnim partnerem
Ministerstvo zahrani¢nich véci CR.
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FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

During 2006, AMO continued in an overall expansion of its activities.
It is only natural that our overall performance expanded. Regarding
our income situation, we experienced an increase in donations from
private sources as well as foundations. Additionally, we became recip-
ients of various state grants.

Since its foundation, AMO has been using double entry accounting to
ensure as high transparence as possible in our finances. In 2006, our
income level amounted to 5.505.042 CZK, while the expenditure
reached 4.746.136 CZK. The positive difference between income and
expenditure is in large measure due to the timeframe of our revenue
and expenditure composure and the overall growth of the organiza-
tion. This will of course be accounted for in accordance with legal reg-
ulations and AMO's own internal regulations

Our most budget intensive project was the AMO's Research Center. The pro-
ject's partners included the Open Society Fund Prague, the Konrad Adenauer
Foundation and the Representation of European Commission in the Czech
Republic. The Research Center organized Holding conferences, published
books and papers and held public as well as closed-door briefings.

In 2006, the 11th year of Prague Model UN took place enjoying across
the board support from private as well as public sources and foundations.
The year 2006 was important in that the project transformed itself into
Prague Student Summit, which has a positive budgetary effect in 2007.

Another important part of our activities concentrates on projects in the
field of transformation cooperation, which make up a sizeable part of
our budget. The Czech Ministry of Foreign Affairs became our main
partner in carrying out these transformation projects for the last year.
