Ocenila pfedevsim demokratizaci zemé
a pfiznala, Ze jihovychodni Asie byla administrativou prezidenta Bushe zanedbavana. Ackoliv se
muze jednat jen o rétorickou zménu stylu, je velmi pravdépodobné, Ze americky pfistup k Indonésii
bude mnohem aktivnéjSi a to nejen pfi spolupraci na boji proti terorismu. Indonésie se muze stat
cennym spojencem piedevsim pro jednani se zemémi ASEANu.
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Soul byl ujistén, Ze dokud bude KLDR pfedstavovat bezpeénosti hrozbu, Spojené staty za nim
budou pIné stat. Témata severokorejského jaderného programu a zdravotniho stavu viudce Kim
Cong-ila logicky provazela celou navsétévu a Clintonova si za otevienost, sjakou se k nim
vyjadfovala, vyslouzila prvni vétsi kritiku expertd.

Singapore Top In Global Innovation Ranking

Singapore has topped a new study on global innovation and competitiveness released last month
by Washington based Information Technology and Innovation Foundation (ITIF). Study assessed
innovation-based competitiveness in 36 countries and provides results in two main score lists,
overall score list and score list change in period of 1999-2009.

As Singapore topped the overall list, China achieved first place in change score list, where EU
seized 26" place and USA ended last. Study shows that the United States are rapidly losing its
lead and suggest the future belongs to Asia. In overall score Czech Republic ended on 21 place
just behind EU-25 average. On change score list 1999-2009 Czech Republic seized 13" place,
behind countries such Russia, Slovenia and Slovakia.

Methodology of the study uses sixteen indicators falling into following six categories:

human capital, innovation capacity, entrepreneurship, information technology infrastructure,
economic policies and economic performance.

Singapore tops overall list with a score 15 percent higher than the United States and 40 percent
higher than the EU-15. Singapore not only ranks at the top in overall score, but ended second in
the progress. In the last years Singapore has made technological innovation almost a national
obsession, putting in place a robust set of policies to lead the knowledge economy.
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Study show that entrepreneurship in Singapore grew 42 percents faster than entrepreneurship in
the United States, and that Singapore and number of Asian countries including China and India are
making more rapid progress in improving productivity than the US and EU.

Singapore’s government is generally credited with pushing through innovation agenda. When in
the1960’s it was not much more than a developing fishing village, today Singapore is rich and
sophisticated country of 4.5 million people with global airline, world-class sciences research center,
3" biggest container port, huge biotech research center and, international scholars and national
innovation strategy.

Globally ITIF study recommends expanding of effort to accelerate economic development by
increasing support for science and innovation and it gives following basic outline what
policymaker’s should focus on:

1. Put in place incentives for firms to innovate within their borders

2. Be open to high-skill immigration

3. Foster a digital economy

4. Support all kinds of institutions that are critical to innovation

5. Ensure that regulations and other government policies support, not retard, innovation

Overall, the absence of comprehensive public sector efforts to boost innovation and
competitiveness in Europe and the US, suggest that this century will not be the Atlantic century
but, more probably South Asian century.

Pokragujici zajeti dvou humanitarnich pracovnikti Cerveného kfize ze tfi unesenych 15. ledna na
filipinském ostrové Jolo skupinou Abu Sayyaf je dokladem stale lukrativhiho byznysu s rukojmimi
v této oblasti. SouCasna praxe je fatalnim dusledkem legendarniho Uspéchu Abu Sayyaf pred
deviti lety, kdy evropské vlady zaplatily za deset zapadnich turistd z celkem jedenadvaceti¢lenné
skupiny unesené z malajsijského resortu Sipadan 25 miliond USD. Prestoze celkové vynosy jsou
dnes podstatné niZSi (loni unosci utrZili odhadem néco malo pfes 1 milion USD za celkem 33
rukojmich), vykupné zustava hlavnim zdrojem pfijma skupiny (a ziskavani podpory mistnich
obyvatel).

Po stazeni 800 vladnich vojaku, ¢imz Abu Sayyaf ziskala
faktickou kontrolu nad tfetinou souostrovni provincie Sulu, propustili ozbrojenci Filipinku Mary Jean
Lacaba. Konec utrap stale zajatého Itala a Svycara v8ak zdaleka nemusi byt na obzoru (Gracia
Burnham se dostala na svobodu aZ po vice nez roce, po osvobozovacim zasahu filipinské armady,
pfi kterém byl zastfelen jeji manzel) a nemusi viibec dopadnout dobfe.

Mongolsky premiér Sandzin Bajar ukoncil v pondéli 30. bfezna vice neZ dvoutydenni pracovni
cestu po Evropé, jiz zah3jil 17. bfezna navstévou Ruské federace. Po setkani s ruskym premiérem
Vladimirem Putinem (vice) pokracovala Bajarova cesta do Francie, kde se setkal s ministerskym
pfedsedou Frangoisem Fillonem (vice). Na nasledné zastavce v Lucembursku jednal Bajar
s lucemburskym premiérem Jean-Claudem Junckerem a generalnim tajemnikem Rady EU
Javierem Solanou a svou cestu po Evropé zakoncCil setkdnim s némeckou kancléfkou Angelou
Merkel (vice).

Tensions In Aceh Rising In A Run Up To Indonesian Elections

Tensions and deep distrust in Acehnese society remain high as elections approach. Serious of
murders (incapability to solve them and following speculations about their political background),
shootings, grenade attacks and kidnappings during last three months are setting this Indonesian
province on the edge and question the future of peace process introduced by Helsinki
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) in 2005.

Various factors are decreasing the possibility of return to the open armed conflict (large numbers of
ex- rebel elites from GAM are already involved in the local governance or profiting from post-
conflict benefits such as construction business, illegal logging...etc.), but causes of current low
level violence should be addressed properly as to ensure long term peaceful development of the
province.

April 9th elections in Aceh, also known as NAD (Nanggroe Aceh Darussalam) are part of wider
election process during which approximately 170 million Indonesians will cast their ballots at least
twice during 2009: in April, to elect the parliament and again in July, to elect the president.

Aceh is the only one of Indonesia's 33 provinces where local parties will compete against national
parties. But only members of national parties can sit in the national Parliament in Jakarta. For the
first time, 6 local political parties will compete in the parliamentary election. This special right
reflects peace deal signed in Helsinki by Indonesian government and Free Aceh Movement (GAM),
ending 30 years of armed struggle for independence.

Disputes over the results, with 44 parties competing for seats in district, provincial and national
legislatures are likely. This is due to new and complicated system of voting and its poor
socialization among voters (for example marking of candidates is obligatory compared to last
elections in 2004) and also thanks to various accusations of frauds on the voting lists.

The field of presidential candidates is quite colorful but current president - Susilo Bambang
Yudhoyono (SBY) is generally accepted as a frontrunner of July presidential elections, despite not
quite easy four and a half years in the office.

The former military general has had to deal with the 2004 tsunami and other natural disasters,
terrorist attacks in Bali and the ongoing fight against militant Islamists, the scourge of political and
judicial corruption, and myriad economic woes. He is often criticized as indecisive, but remains
popular home and also abroad as uncorrupted, competent and democratically oriented leader.

The role of SBY and his vice president Jusuf Kalla in Aceh peace process is generally accepted as
quite crucial and significant. Couples of earlier efforts have failed, but for a number of reasons,
including the 2004 tsunami, peace prevailed in 2005 after 30 years of conflict. Post-Suharto
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Indonesia and the liberal-democratic reform period, as well as decreased influence of Indonesian
military (TNI) helped create an environment more favorable to peace talks. Also the Free Aceh
Movement (GAM) was during that time undergoing structural changes and the TNI has caused
such significant damage on rebel movement that entering into peace talks was one of the most
realistic options (estimated 15-20 000 people were killed in Aceh since Hasan Tiro declared
independence in 1976, and most of them died during the time that former president Soeharto
declared Aceh a military operation territory (DOM) between 1989 and 1998).

Peace talks, facilitated by Finland based NGO Crisis Management Initiative and led by former
Finnish president Martti Ahtisaari resulted in signing of Helsinki MoU on 15th August 2005.

The peace deal brought the former GAM rebels into power, stipulated establishment of local
political parties, set the pace for ex- combatant reintegration process, withdrawal of majority of TNI
troops from the province and based on a special autonomy local government was guaranteed 70%
of revenues from Aceh’s vast resources wealth. On the side of GAM, full disarmament became the
main obligation.

Huge foreign financial aid connected to post- tsunami reconstruction of Aceh also contributed to
significant hope in the province, helped to increase employment and stimulated local economy. But
most of the aid agencies are currently winding down either because the funding is running out or
the funds were allocated strictly for so called post- tsunami areas. This challenges existing
capacities of local and central government, being currently the main guarantors of smooth
continuation of Aceh reconstruction and economic development, which success or failure will
directly affect the future of peace process (following the closing of BRR- Agency for Reconstruction
and Rehabilitation for Aceh and Nias in April, which was accountable directly to Indonesian
president, the new agency is currently being set up as to ensure continuation of works, headed
directly by Aceh and North Sumatra governors).

Even the gubernatorial elections in 2006 brought former rebel leader Irwandi Yusuf to power and
demonstrated significant success of Helsinki MoU implementation, April's vote will be the first time
in decades that the people of Aceh will get to choose their local lawmakers.

The core of problem in current post conflict Aceh is concentrated in mutual fear and distrust
between GAM (conglomerate of various structures) and Indonesian military TNI (Tentara Nasional
Indonesia). This is based mainly on long term perceptions and stereotypes carried from the times
of conflict and fueled further by various incidents happening during the post conflict period.

Free Aceh Movement (GAM) represents very loose and sometimes hard to control structure with
quite different strategies and goals. It combines GAM (senior members linking their authority to
successful signing of Helsinki MoU), KPA (Aceh Transition Committee set up in 2005 as official
association representing the voice of previous ex-combatants it basically follows previous structure
of Aceh National Army, GAM’s armed wing), Partai Aceh (political party set up in 2008 together
with 5 other local political parties as to contest the 2009 elections it dominates political scene in
Aceh and is expected to gain majority of votes in April elections), local government
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representatives (GAM or KPA members elected to their posts during 2006 elections represented
by governor and several heads and deputy heads of districts).

TNI, with some 15 000 troops in the province (guaranteed by article 4.7. of the Helsinki MoU)
remains highly suspicious of GAMs intentions and so called “hidden agenda “.

While top level officials of GAM and its structures would repeatedly declare that political struggle
they are waging is strictly within the Unitary State of Republic of Indonesia (NKRI) and Partai Aceh
adopts traditional Pancasila state ideology based on 1945 constitution, still they wouldn’t be fully
trusted.

This distrust is based on inability (or unwillingness) of GAM completely dissolve itself, the number
of guns remaining in the hands of ex combatants, continuous use of original GAM symbols which
are prohibited based on the peace agreement (word “ Merdeka “- independence, original GAM
letterhead or flag).

Many groups inside of TNI and also in Jakarta believe that legalization of GAM movement through
Helsinki peace process represents direct threat to the unity of Indonesian state. They believe that
GAM hasn’'t changed its original goals and if Partai Aceh candidates secure control over key
district legislature and enough seats in the provincial parliament this will give them extremely
comfortable position to declare referendum on independence in the upcoming years.

Recent attacks and intimidation of Partai Aceh electoral candidates only support GAM perception
of military being the main enemy and implementing its hidden agenda (this is further fueled by
appearance of various media as means by which the competent authorities in Aceh would interpret
these cases arising in society).

It would wrongly generalize the overall perception of these incidents among Acehnese society, as
many of them are simple result of internal frictions inside GAM or represent fight for fair share of
post- conflict benefits.

Important role in breaking the vicious cycle of mutual accusations could be played by regular police
in the province. The total of police forces in Aceh is currently 13 000, but lack of education among
senior police officials, poorly trained and equipped staff, lack of skills in criminal investigation and
various “ informal “ loyalties, hamper their role in establishing proper and effective mechanisms to
ensure security throughout the province. Such situation unfortunately further justifies TNI
arguments and causes their move into the vacuum and becoming dominant security force in the
area, directly contradicting with stipulations of Helsinki MoU.

Concerns are also growing nationwide about the General Election Commissions ability to carry out
and monitor the elections properly. This relates as mentioned above to new and quite complicated
voting system and its socialization, late forming, understaffed and poorly equipped local branches
of electoral commission, and accusations of frauds on the voters lists coming from various parts of
Indonesia. In Aceh situation is further complicated by recent pre election violence. Thanks to
various reasons the number of assigned independent monitors is far from sufficient ( this is partly
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because of reluctance of Indonesian government to invite international monitors, stressing that
Aceh is no different from other parts of the country, but the problem is also readiness of various
international donors to support the 2009 election process in Aceh which is much lower compared
to first post conflict elections in 2006 ). Political parties are entitled to send their monitors to every
polling station but quite understandably this depends on financial resources each party operates
with. Small parties will be significantly marginalized in this process and generally all of these
uncertainties on how fair the election process will can fuel the disturbances in the province in case
for example Partai Aceh doesn’t do as well as they expect.

Seriousness and high importance of upcoming elections in Aceh was further stressed by recent
visits of SBY, Jusuf Kalla, Martti Ahtisaari and Hasan Tiro in NAD. Even some of these visits were
connected also with pre election campaign ( SBY promoting Partai Demokrat and Jusuf Kalla
Golkar ), all of them were giving a clear message that following the Helsinki MoU is obligatory to all
the power players.
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
